1. Any person over the age of 13 and under 16 must complete a boat safety course to operate:
· A power vessel powered solely by an electric motor or
· A power vessel that is 12 feet or greater in length and is powered by a motor or a combination of motors less than 10 horsepower. 
2. Age 16 and older cannot operate a vessel powered by a motor without completing a boating safety course. 
3. An “Approved Boat Safety Course” shall require at least 8 hrs of instruction, with a minimum of 6 hours of classroom instruction. The boat safety course shall conclude with a closed-book written examination administered by an instructor in person and present with the person taking the examination. 
4. An approved boat safety instructor means an individual who holds a U.S.C.G operators license, or a certification as a Instructor as provided by the U.S.C.G Auxiliary, US Power Squadron, the National Safe Boating Council or other certificate acceptable by the Superintendent of State Police.
