Scripting and Usability Test Results:

Usability Requirements:

I tested my page on the following systems and browsers:

· MAC OS X

· Windows XP 2000 Professional Edition

· Safari - 1.2.3 v. 125.9

· Netscape 6.0

· Internet Explorer:MAC 5.2

· Internet Explorer 6.0

The following are the results of my testing:
MAC: OS X Operating System with Internet Explorer:MAC 5.2 as the browser:
(Just a note: this is the first time I’ve worked on a MAC in forever, well, at least since high school.  I was pleasantly surprised.)

· The overall appearance of the website was good.  All links functioned properly.
· All scripts worked correctly.

· The colors were the same as on my home PC which runs Windows XP Professional 2000 and Internet Explorer.

· Alternate text for the images I used wasn’t showing.  Information

about the images appeared in the bar at the bottom of the page.
· The quiz feature worked fine.

· The e-mail address label wasn’t in the correct place for the book review feature.
· When I tried the e-mail links, they would not work.  I received an error message saying MAC doesn’t recognize the mailto: link.  
Display and Color Depths:

· Using a 17 inch monitor I checked the display at 640x480 – too large but readable and the colors were fine, 600x800 – everything is readable, and 1024x768 – this was my personal preference.

· Still using the 17 inch monitor I checked the color depth at 256 colors – grainy but still usable and readable, thousands – a little bit grainy but overall fine and very usable, and lastly, millions – great.

MAC: OS X Operating System with Safari: 1.2.3 v125.9 as the browser:
· The overall appearance of the website was very good.  I liked the colors the best in this combination.  All links functioned properly.
· All scripts worked correctly.

· The book review feature loaded correctly and all labels were in the correct place.
· Again, alternate text didn’t appear with my images.  And, there was a weird yellow border around the top half of the clip-art at the top left hand corner of my page.  I have no idea where it came from.

· I received a message saying Safari can’t open the mailto: feature because MAC OS X doesn’t recognize Internet addresses starting

with mailto:
    Display and Color Depths:

· Using a 17 inch monitor I checked the display at 640x480 – too large but readable and the colors were fine, 600x800 – everything is readable, and 1024x768 – this was my personal preference.

· Still using the 17 inch monitor I checked the color depth at 256 colors – grainy but still usable and readable, thousands – didn’t appear very different from millions, and lastly, millions - great.

Windows XP Professional 2000 with Netscape 6.2:

· The overall appearance of the website was satisfactory.  All links functioned properly.  I thought the colors appeared a little bit washed out and bland.  The font was a little bit hard to read.
· All scripts functioned correctly.

· Alternate text for the images appeared when I placed the mouse over the image.  
· The quiz feature worked correctly.

· The book review feature worked correctly and all labels were in the correct place.
· E-mail links worked.
Display and Color Depth:

· Using a 17 inch monitor I checked the display at 640x480 – very washed out and drab, 800x600 – page appeared fine, and 1024x768 – looked good.

· When I checked color depth I was surprised at how poor the site looked at 256 colors. The images were degraded and the color was very bad.  The site was functional but didn’t look inviting.  At 16 bit color the color depth was satisfactory.  At 32 bit color the site was satisfactory but lacked the richness found when I used Safari or Internet Explorer.
Windows XP Professional 2000 with Internet Explorer 6.0:

· The overall appearance of the website was very good.  All links functioned properly.  It appeared readable and appealing.

· All scripts functioned correctly.

· Alternate text for the images appeared when I placed the mouse over the image.  

· The quiz feature worked correctly.

· The book review feature worked correctly and all labels were in the correct place.

· E-mail links worked.

Display and Color Depth:

· Using a 17 inch monitor I checked the display at 800x600 and 1024x768.  Either setting was functional.
· I checked the color depth at medium 16 bit color and highest 32 bit color.  I didn’t perceive a significant difference between the two settings.
As a result of my testing I decided to make some changes in my website. I decided the font for the body of my page was too light so I changed the CSS and make the font several shades darker.  I think it is more readable now.  Secondly, I didn’t like the appearance of the form I created using the Geocities Add-ons page so I created a new form in Dreamweaver.  I had some trouble getting the forms to work correctly at first but all issues are resolved now.  Since I couldn’t get the e-mail links to function correctly when using the MAC OS X system I decided to add my e-mail address to the link so if a user was not able to get the link to function correctly they would still be able to e-mail with comments.

Validation:

· My CSS validated the first time without any problems.

· First, I used the validation feature included with Dreamweaver.  There were several errors I was able to fix. Some issues I left because even though the tag was depreciated I liked the page the way I created it.  One message said I couldn’t put a form into a table.  I just decided to ignore that message.  Several messages had to do with font tags being depreciated.  What I couldn’t address with CSS I chose to ignore. 
· When I uploaded my file to the W3 site,  I was unable to validate my pages.  I received the following message:
· Sorry, I am unable to validate this document because its content type is text/plain, which is not currently supported by this service.
