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Are you guys ready to go on an interactive field trip? We will be learning the basic facts of addition, subtraction, multiplication, division. Hopefully we will learn that addition and multiplication are similar and subtraction and division are similar.

+ The first thing we are going to look at is addition. Click this site Addition to understand addition. Now that you have a grasp we are going to play a game of addition concentration, follow the directions on the screen. Addition Concentration
X Since addition and multiplication are similar, we are going to look at multiplication site first and how it works Multiplication. There are 4 pages so hit the next button. We are just getting introduced so when you get to the site please click the numbers “0-3” and work some of the problems. Multiplication Problems
You might be asking how addition and multiplication are similar, so how are they? Addition is basically adding a series of numbers and with multiplication; you are doing the same thing in a sense. You are doing addition in a quicker way.

-Now we are going to look at subtraction, Subtraction. If you go to this website, it gives you the basics of subtraction. Scroll to the bottom of the page and do some sample problems at the bottom. Do this for 2 minutes which you’ll keep track with the timer. Now let’s play a subtraction game. Here you will answer the problem by clicking the correct number in the puzzle and will solve a picture, Subtraction Picture
÷Since we should have an understanding of subtraction, let’s look at division. Go to this site to understand how it works Division. There are again 4 pages so repeat the steps from multiplication. Then we will do some of our own problems. Go to this site to work some of the problems and click on “0-3” again. Division Problems
So how are subtraction and division related? Subtraction is when you are taking a number away from another number. Division is when you are taking a number away from another number but in larger series.

Think you understand addition, multiplication, subtraction, and division? Go to this website math baseball to summarize what you learned. When you get to the site, click all of the above, then start with the easiest level and if you want to give yourself a challenge, move up. When you are ready, click the “Play ball!” button. 
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
