CONCESSION
Claim: Little League players should get equal play time on the field. 

Reason: because young children are not psychologically ready for the degree of competitions little league sports seem to demand.
A POSSIBLE CONCESSION PARAGRAPH:

I admit that sports are fundamentally about rewarding those who come out on top. We can’t ignore a very human tendency to want to excel, to be the best in whatever it is that we put our effort into. Parents are justified in feeling that their children cannot start too soon preparing to live in a competitive free-market economy. Thus, I realize my proposal sacrifices one element that gives sports their strong appeal.

A CONCESSION & SHIFT TO DIFFERENT VALUE/NEED

I admit that sports are fundamentally about rewarding those who come out on top. We can’t ignore a very human tendency to want to excel, to be the best in whatever it is that we put our effort into. Parents are justified in feeling that their children cannot start too soon preparing to live in a competitive free-market economy. But that’s just it: they’re not adults yet; it seems a fair sacrifice to tone down (not eliminate) the competitive nature sports in order to avoid the strong feelings of disappointment and self-doubt that failure brings.

WHAT’S THE PROBLEM WITH THE FOLLLOWING CONCESSION?
Claim: We should grant monetary reparations to the descendants of African American slaves.


Opponents of my proposal are likely to claim, as David Horowitz perceptively has, that more than enough concessions have been made for African Americans, specifically The Civil Rights Act and affirmative action. It would seem these have encouraged such progress in the black community that the color gap seems greatly narrowed. Perhaps he’s right to say that African Americans who demand reparations are just “plain lazy.”
