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M(odern) L(anguage) A(ssociation) Page Formatting
All assignments must reflect MLA formatting, unless otherwise noted. This means you are to use 12-point Times New Roman font for all text, including title and any subheadings (bold title or subheadings if you wish to differentiate from body text). 


All line spacing in MLA formatting is double: NEVER should there be a single, triple, or quadruple space anywhere, not even in Works Cited. To create the four-line heading, list your name, my name, the course number, and then the date (European format preferred: day month year—no punctuation). Then, add the title by centering it on the fifth line (press Ctrl + “e”); do not underline, italicize, or put title within quotation marks. Actual text of your essay begins on line six of page one. Indent all paragraphs' opening lines 0.5” or one tab strike from the left margin. Set top and bottom margins of text at 1.0”; set left and right margins at 1.25" (technically, MLA demands that all margins be 1.0”, but I would like additional room to make comments). Unlike left margin, your right margin must have a ragged edge, which means right margin is not justified. The header (not the heading) is your last name and the page number (separated by one space); it appears in the upper right-hand corner (flush to the edge) of every page and must have a 0.5” top margin (edge to top of text). You will need to use your software’s Header (and Footer) feature. Finally, do not allow the initial line of a paragraph to be isolated at bottom of page nor the final line to be isolated at top of page—no orphan lines.
