The anecdotal example the author draws upon effectively supports her claim.
In a bold gesture, D’Onofre spells out a list of human rights violations that would be appalling to most readers

In the following few paragraphs, Jameson clearly wins out against his opposition by demonstrating that his evidence is far more accurate.

Piecing together the results of many American car companies’ crash tests, Douglas, after admitting some problems with the testing methods,  determines that only Saturn and GM have the safest vehicles.

In a conclusion that would draw tears from a slab of concrete, the author vividly paints a picture of physical suffering and psychological trauma many injured combat veterans have faced.

Her tone here conveys a sympathy so deep that it seems unlikely the author has ever bothered to consider alternate views.

This genre of argument writing demands a sort of rigorous clarity that Flatbottom simply doesn’t seem capable of reflecting.

Marshalling evidence from a variety of government publications, Showalter aims to show that pre-school programs are a very significant advantage to children entering the public education system at the level of kindergarten.

Such heavy qualification of his causal and evaluative statements reflect a penchant for truth and accuracy that seem to be lacking from so many political arguments today.
Johnson convinces her audience that bio-diesel is the best automotive technology.
