We are interested in creating a Doubles League once again. Rules, outlined below, will be set up similar to the 2007 Doubles season. DOUBLES LEAGUE - GENERAL RULES

1) The Doubles League is open to all FERA Tennis Club Members at no additional cost and will consist of 8 weeks of play.

2) Matches will be played on Wednesdays beginning June 11, ending Aug 6.

3) Court location may be wherever is agreed upon by the players scheduled for each match. Unfortunately, many local public Dearborn courts are presently under re-construction and unavailable for use this season. Please refer to the "Local Tennis Courts" link on our home page (www.fordtennis.org) for an up-to-date list of available courts.   
4) Suggested start time is 5:00PM unless agreed otherwise by participants. There will be no matches scheduled July 2 because of Ford Plant shutdowns and Holiday vacations. Re-Scheduled matches will be added to the end of the season to accommodate rainouts.

5) It will be up to the scheduled participants to communicate with one another to agree on court location and start time if other than 5PM. Please be sure to keep a copy of contact information for all participants with you so you may inform your partners, on a timely basis, if you will be late, unable to play, or need to secure a sub at the “last-minute”. You may also contact me, John Sterbenz, (734) 782-3091 for assistance to arrange for a sub.

SCORING RULES

1) Players will accumulate points on an individual basis.

2) Each week, individual players will be given a match assignment along with 3 other players.

3) Play will consist of 3 sets. Each set is to be played with a different partner from the assigned foursome.

4) Sets are played up to 6 points. Rather than playing to 7-5 or a tie break at 6-6, tie-breaks will be played at 5-5. This will be a best-of-12 tie break (the first team to reach 7 points with a margin of 2 points wins the tie breaker).

5) The player receiving serve during the last game will serve first during the tie breaker.

6) Score results from each set are to be reported to John Sterbenz the next day (.cc the other 3 players). One point will be awarded for each game won.

7) Court assignments each week will be based on running total points, i.e., the top 4 point holders will be paired together, next top 4 point holders paired together, and so on.
