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Much of the focus of curious incident of the dog is how Christopher perceives the world around him, and how the world perceives Christopher.  Just in the first few chapters, we watch as misunderstandings arise as Christopher interacts with Mrs. Shears, the police officer, and his own father.

Your task will be to record instances in curious incident in which conflict arises because of Christopher’s difficulty navigating the world around him.  
ASSIGNMENT:
For this assignment, you will need to make FIFTEEN entries in your inside/outside journal.  For each entry, you will find a quote from the text, give the chapter and page number, and reflect on the importance of this quote in your understanding of how the world views Christopher and how Christopher views the world.

These reflections should be substantially longer than the actual quote, and represent quality, in-depth thinking about the quote.  What questions are you asking as you read the text?  Are you developing a better understanding of Christopher? Do other people’s perceptions of him anger you? What would YOU think if you witnessed his behavior?

It is not necessary to type your response, but illegible entries will be handed back.

It is important that you keep this journal as you read.  Going back after you’ve read the text and then looking for the quotes is not a productive use of time.  Jot down quotes as you read a chapter, and then go back and do your analysis when you’ve completed your reading for that chapter.
