Owner Issues/Concerns

· Basement Flooding. Flooding continues to occur in the south side basements. Kass will schedule semi-annual rodding to occur this month, every May and every October moving forward to keep the pipes clear. Kass is also working with a vendor to review how the downspouts are situations in order to find a final solution to divert the water flow that occurs during a heavy rain. Our hope for is for this to eliminate flooding in the future. 

· Roof. Although we believe the roof to be in good condition, the vendor who will be in to review the downspouts will also inspect the roof and notify us of any potential issues. 

· Cable Boxes – The repair of the cable box covers throughout the property has been an ongoing issue, and for this we apologize! As of this time, a repair ticket has been issued and the repairs should occur by October 21st. If you find they have not, please send a note to fountain_court@yahoo.com.

· Mail delivery and pick up – The solution the board implemented in the two front foyers for larger mail items to be delivered by the mail carrier is not an adequate solution, says many of those who live in the front two tiers. Kass will work quickly to price out the cost to purchase and install larger mailboxes for the owners who utilize the two front foyers. Kass to also inquire as to whether or not the mail carrier can also pick up mail on our property.

· Condo Meeting Notices – The board was notified of the importance of giving a minimum of one-week notice for meetings. The board will strive to notify owners within this time frame in addition to sending email notices to those owners who have an email on file.

· Meter parking in Lot 32 – You may have noticed a reduction in public (street and meter) parking during the construction on Hinman and Main streets. One of the Fountain Court owners, Maggie Douglas, has been in regular contact with the Evanston parking department asking for a return of the metered parking in Lot 32. As of late last week, most all the metered parking spaces in Lot 32 have been returned to use. Maggie has agreed to continue monitoring the available parking in Lot 32 and will contact the board if involvement from the Association is necessary to make further changes.
