Golden Diners
Salvation Army Golden Diners goal is: Reaching out with the love of God, without discrimination, to improve the quality of life for our senior population. We want seniors 60 plus to be able to stay in their homes and remain independent, by providing a nutritionally balanced meal Monday through Friday. Our meals are made fresh every day and provide one-third of the daily allowance of nutrients. Malnutrition in seniors is a major cause of poor health. A well-being check is done when the meals are delivered. We have 11 congregate and 4 home delivery sites. We want seniors to have a place to socialize and have a nutritious meal. We serve approximately a 1,000 meals a day of which 700 are home delivered. We only ask for a donation of $3.50 per meal. Last year we had 107, 829 home delivered and 31,482 congregate meals. More than 20% of the seniors are below poverty level.  We recently did a study and the average donation was $1.49.  Our cost per meal is about $8.00. No one is turned away because of the inability to donate. We need all the donations we get, so we can continue our program, which is in its 35th year.

Lazarus House, established in 1997, provides nourishing food, safe shelter and support services to men, women and children connected to St. Charles, Geneva, Batavia and western rural Kane, who are homeless or at risk. Our nutrition program provides nourishing, prepared meals for those who are housed but are struggling. In addition to providing meals, we also will provide case management and referrals for support services as requested. Our emergency shelter provides a safe living environment, nourishing food, shower and laundry facilities and personal hygiene items, all available 24/7, 365. In addition, case management and referrals with transportation as needed are provided so that our guests can address the issues that caused them to lose their housing. Our women and children's center provides a separate living environment for our women and their children during the day and evening, offering a home-like atmosphere. Our outreach programs help people stay in their housing by providing either one-time grants for rent/mortgage/utility assistance or by providing an ongoing rental subsidy. Lazarus House stands ready to help solve problems in the community and we are very thankful for our community partners who work with us to make this community the truly wonderful place it is.
