Before the start of the second race, the wind had picked up and settled in from the East and the race committee repositioned the leeward mark to provide a more windward-leeward race.

At the start of the second race, Perseverance got a good start at the pin end and Gaucho near the committee boat. GrandJan was somewhere in between, behind, now sailing with an additional 5 second per mile penalty for the win in race 1. Follow You, Follow Me chose to sit out the second race. Perseverance and Gaucho went to the right side on the course, GrandJan went left. By the time they reached the weather mark, GrandJan was ahead with Gaucho and Perseverance close behind. On the spinnaker run it looked like Gaucho and Perseverance would overtake GrandJan, however it was not to be. GrandJan went on to win. Perseverance had a little difficulty with the spinnaker at the leeward mark, which almost lost her the second place finish. Perseverance beat Gaucho by 9 seconds on corrected time. (Note: If we had been racing with the assigned PHRF ratings, Goucho would have gotten second by 11 seconds and Perseverance third.)
