In “Information Retrieval ”class (one of a subject of my major), we use the Internet accessing to the site which our professor is in charge of.

In the website, we download reference materials that is required for the course.

The materials are updated regularly, so we need to check them in ordinary times. 

In this course, we study about the theories and technologies of Information Retrieval Systems in libraries. 

We focus on the ‘subject approach ’ to the Library Database. 

Retrieval of documents in the library by subject is a fundamental task and there are still some problems to be solved.

 Students in the class, learn about the principles of information retrieval systems along with the theories of serving information to the users.

In  “Information and Society  ” class, we have a short discussion every Thursday. Students are responsible to check newspapers (or at least watching news) everyday. 

But in my case I prefer reading news on the Internet because it’s convenient to browse without advertisements. Another reason is that I can make a brief comment on the ‘Blogs ’ after browsing news.

Also I don’t have to pay for it and contribute to save paper resources.

I can use Video On Demand services on the broadcasting station sites to see television news in case I’ve missed.

Accessing databases for searching articles is an efficient way to save time and effort.

But still there are limitations to get information by this means. 

Sometimes the exact resource that I’m finding is not digitalized.

To access a specific Database, you need to be qualified or need to register first.

Not every article is free to access, though you can get it in library for free.

Taking language courses online is beneficial for developing skills of writing, reading, etc. You can learn and study without time and space limited. 

But sometimes there are limitations, difficult conditions to communicate in cyber space.

In case of speaking lessons, taking a course online doesn’t seem to be appropriate. But if video conference systems are ready, nothing will come amiss.

If I have a chance to take a language class online, I’d like to learn it by watching movies or news, listening pop songs. 

I can have a lot of fun and it’ll be very helpful for my listening skills, learning useful expressions that weren’t easy to receive by other materials used in classes before.
