Today at the national library, I had the chance to try out Jon Wong’s nice new Logitech V200 wireless notebook mouse. It is a wireless USB optical mouse basically, designed for notebooks. It uses a 2.4GHz transceiver, unlike the standard Infra red or RF transceiver. And instead of the standard red optical light, it uses an invisible optical sensor.

And its because of these two points that make it really cool. The 2.4GHz transceiver has an astounding range of over 50m, believe it or not. Personally tested by me and Jon Wong at the national reference library 11th and 7th level. And the invisible optical is really cool too… no more annoying dust balls or red lights.
