SUIT  FOR  DISSOLUTION  OF  PARTNERSHIP  &  SETTLEMENT   OF   ACCOUNTS.
____________________________

Respectfully Sheweth :-
1-
That the plaintiffs and the defendants entered in to an agreement of partnership on 8th day of January 2004, following major terms were agreed upon.

I.
That the name and style of the partnership business will be “ DIGI OPIA ” ( hereinafter referred to as “ FIRM ” ).
II. That this deed of partnership is effective from 8th day of January 2004.
III. That the partnership is at will and can be dissolved at any time with mutual consent of the parties subject to 60 days advance notice.
IV. That the initial paid up capital of the business shall be 150,000/- which shall be contributed by the above mentioned parties equally and shall be increased or decreased according to the requirements of the business.  The contributions of the parties to be initial paid up capital is Rs. 50,000/- each.
V. That the nature of the business shall be established of a digital photographic lab and other related business.
VI. That the firm may established agencies / or branches in other parts of the country for any of the purposes the business of the firm.
VII. That the profit and loss shall be divided in proportion to the share capital of the partners.
VIII. That the book of account shall be maintained by Mrs. Uzma Imran at 18-C, commercial Zone, Liberty Market, Gulberg III, Lahore and other partners will be at liberty to inspect the same at any reasonable time during business hours and take thereof.
IX. That the banks accounts, shall be maintained in the name of the firm and will be operated by Mrs. Uzma Imran.
X. That financial year of the firm will be  started form July 01 and closed on 30th  of every year.
XI. That any borrowing loans, leasing and other similar transactions shall not be made without the consent of other parties and any amount drawn shall be debited to their respective accounts only.
XII. That partners shall not be entitled to withdraw money for their personal expenses of a partner or insolvency of a partner, firm will not dissolve, but it will be a structural alteration in the membership of the firm.
XIII. That major business transactions shall be made with prior approval of all partners.
XIV. That in the case of introduction of a new partner, or retirement of a partner or expulsion of a partner or insolvency of a partner, firm will not dissolve, but it will be a structural alternation in the membership of the firm.
XV. That in the event of death of any partner his legal heirs, representative or administrator shall step in to the shoes of deceased with similar terms and conditions as laid down in this deed.
XVI. That the case of any dispute which may arise in future amongst the partners, the same shall be decided by the arbitrator(s) appointed with the mutual consent of the parties, or one to be nominated by each party with free consent of each partner  and award so given shall be final.
XVII. That the provision of partnership Act 1932 as adopted and amended in Pakistan shall apply to the matters not specifically provided for in this deed.
XVIII. That as per terms and conditions of the agreement the parties have invested these above mentioned capital in the business of a Digital Photographs Lab and other accessories relating  to the said business.
2-
That the plaintiffs were very much hopeful from the briefing given by the defendants to them that the firm will prosper.
3-
That according to the terms of the agreements of partnership the books of accounts would be maintained by Mrs. Uzma Imran defendant No.1 for which she appointed Mr. Imran Munir her husband with the mutual consent of  both the parties.
4-
That as per the terms of the agreements “ the other partners “ will be at liberty to inspect the accounts at any reason able time during business hours and get the copies receipt thereof.

5-
That in the month of may 2005 it came to the knowledge of the plaintiffs that the defendant No.1 deposited Rs. 500,000/- ( five hundred thousand only ) to Fuji Film Pakistan ( PVT) Ltd.  He also mention the record through a receipt dated September 25, 2004 issued by Fuji Film Pakistan (PVT) Ltd. Which is not mentioned any where in the statements of accounts at the credit of the plaintiffs firm.
6-
That the circumstances have shown that the defendants have deprived the plaintiffs from their valuable investment in the firm.
7-
That the plaintiffs have shacked the confidence / trust on defendants and they have no hope of any fair deal from the defendants in future.
8-
That the defendants are continuously avoiding to hold / arrange the meeting for settlement of the accounts or to resolve the disputes amongst the partners. 
9-
That as per clause 16 of the agreement “in case of any dispute, arise amongst partners will be resolved through an arbitrator appointed with the mutual consent of the parties ”. The defendants refused to appoint any arbitrator for settlement of  the matters, even on the request of the plaintiffs .
10-
That in these circumstances, it’s not possible for the plaintiffs to carry on the business in the joint venture of the firm, in the prescribed manners and conditions laid down in the partnership deed, therefore,  this partnership is liable to be dissolved.

11-
That cause   of action arose on 25-05-2005 when the meeting for settlements of accounts was to be held but  not held by the defendants and the cause of action is of recurring nature as no meeting has been held yet.
12-
That the defendants of the suit reside here at Lahore where the cause of action accrued therefore, the matter is well with in the jurisdiction of this Honorable Court.  
13-
That value of the suit for purpose of court fee and jurisdiction is fixed at 10,000/- on which no court fee is liable to be affixed.
P R A Y E R:-
          In view of above made submissions, it is most respectfully prayed that the “partnership” may please be dissolved and the defendants may please be ordered to settle the accounts with the plaintiffs, so that the plaintiffs may know their rights and liabilities regarding the partnership business. Costs of the suit may also be awarded.
