Respectfully Sheweth: -
1- That the addresses of the parties have correctly been given for the purpose of effective service of the notices etc, upon them.

2- That brief facts giving rise to the instant writ petition are as under.

3- That the petitioner is a student of 3rd year in Nursing School District Headquarter Hospital Faisalabad.
4- That on 07-07-2002, the petitioner was on duty in “Ali Ward” of the District Headquarter Hospital Faisalabad, under the supervision of Mrs. Zarina Akhtar, the charge nurse of the ward, one E.C.G. machine single channel No. PUN-28001, was misplaced from the ward.  
5- That an inquiry committee was constituted to probe into the matter, which without adopting the procedure prescribed for inquiry, recommended to recover the loss of the machine from the petitioner and Mrs. Zarina Akhtar, the charge nurse of the ward.
6- That respondent No. 2, through his letter vide No. 11142-46/DHQ, dated 22-09-2003, imposed the recovery of the loss/cost of the machine Rs. 45900/- (2/3 of the price) from the petitioner and Rs. 22950/- (1/3 of the price) from Zarina Akhtar (the charge nurse).  Copy of the letter dated 22-09-2003 is appended herewith as ANNEXURE A.
7- That on 07-10-2003, respondent No. 1 issued a direction to the petitioner to deposit immediately the amount of Rs. 45900/- in the office of the Medical Superintendent District Headquarter Hospital, Faisalabad.  Copy of the direction is appended herewith as ANNEXURE B.
8- That respondent No. 1 warned the petitioner that if she will not deposit the total amount imposed upon her, she will not be allowed to sit in coming examination of the third part of the nursing course.
9- That the petitioner has to submit the examination fees for the 3rd examination of the nursing course up till 10-06-2004 and it is the last date for submission of the fees.  If respondent No. 1 will not allow her to deposit the fees, she will loss her precious academic year of her career and will have to face an irreparable loss.
10- That the respondents did not adopt the methods prescribed under the rules during the course of inquiry and imposed an excessive and harsh penalty upon the petitioner.
11- That no independent witness deposed against the petitioner and no evidence is available on record to connect the petitioner with the loss of the machine.
12- That the petitioner is a student of nursing course and have to manage her expenditures through student nursing allowance and she belongs to a very poor family. 
13- That the petitioner’s father Rashid Maseeh approached respondent No. 2 through a written application to provide the details and copy of the decision of inquiry to him, but the same was turned down.  Copy of the application is appended herewith as ANNEXURE C.
14- That the petitioner is a law abiding citizen and has a brilliant academic career. She can not even think about causing any loss to her institute and at the time of the alleged occurrence, she was just a student of 1st year of the nursing course.  She was neither in-charge of the ward nor the said machine was in her official custody. 
15- That the orders dated 22-09-2003 and 07-10-2003 are illegal, unwarranted, arbitrary and out come of wrong assumptions, hence liable to be set-aside in the interest of justice. 
16- That the petitioner has no other adequate remedy except to invoke the constitutional jurisdiction of this honorable court.   

P R A Y E R: -

In view of above made submissions, it is, most respectfully prayed that the instant writ petition may kindly be accepted and the order dated 22-9-2003, passed by respondent No. 1 and the order dated 7-10-2003 passed by respondent No. 2,  may kindly be declared illegal, unlawful, void and resultantly be set-aside in the interest of justice. 
It is further prayed that the respondents may also be directed to allow the petitioner to submit her examination fee for the 3rd examination of the nursing course.
Any other relief, which this honorable court deems fit and proper,  may also be granted to the petitioner.
