. CARPETING Hana paid $1,200 for the

carpet in her living room. The room has
an area of 251.2 square feet. What was

her unit cost of carpeting in dollars per
square foot? Round to the nearest cent.

. SHOPPING An 8-ounce can of tomatoes

costs $1.14. A 12-ounce can costs $1.75.

Which can of tomatoes has the better
unit price?
