A Wise Idea

I looked up the word 'wisdom' as it appeared throughout scripture to see if I could gain an understanding of its meaning and made some interesting observations.

 Matthew 11:9 records Yahshua as saying:

 "The Son of Man came eating and drinking, and they say, 'Here is a glutton and a drunkard, a friend of tax collectors and "sinners."

 And then Matthew recorded: "'But wisdom is proved right by her actions'.”
Here Yehushua describes wisdom as a “her”.
" Luke 7:35 describes the same event but quotes Yahshua as saying:

 " But wisdom is proved right by all her children."

 Two observations:

 1. Yahshua referred to wisdom as 'she' and

 2. the words 'children' and 'actions' are interchanged.

 It is the second observation that draws upon my heart.

 Anyone is capable of having children. After all, children are a direct result of a person's action.

 Physical children are the results of our physical actions and spiritual children are the results of our spiritual (mental) actions.

 They are both the results of our choices.

 The seeds of our choices grow as our actions direct just as our children grow into who they are through our guidance and care.

 Both grow in gardens and both are shaped by our actions.

 The choices we make and the actions of our lives are the legacy we leave behind us.

 John 15:1 records Yahshua as saying :

 "... and my Father is the gardener, ..."

 The language of scripture goes beyond the strict definition of the words Academia teaches.

 The symbols of scripture carry to us the understanding and knowledge of our creator so that we can not only learn about Him, but know Him intimately.

 He wants us to seek His understanding with our hearts so that we as His children can hear and see and recognize Him.

 When you find something different in your journey through scripture that seems to conflict or rub, don't walk on the path of conflict, fighting scripture and trying to bend it to your views, but instead try to focus on understanding how it is right.
