Torah Portion Notes Sabbath #10
Bereshith 37

1-4 Yosef is given a long coat of many colors, by his father.

5-11 Yosef dreams 2 dreams about him ruling over his brothers.

12-17 Yosef is sent to find his brothers, feeding their flock in Shekham. He meets a man there who tells him they went to Dothan, so he goest there.

18-22 His brothers plot to kill him, and his oldest brother, Reuben, says not to hurt him, but to leave him in a pit. He plans to go back to rescue him and bring him to his father.

23-28 Yosefs brothers decide not to kill him, but to sell him as a slave.

29-36 Reuben cannot find his brother. They tear up his robe and coat it in the blood of a goat. Yacov is truly grieved for his son. Yosef was sold to Potiphar, in Mitsrayim.

Bereshith 38

1-7 Yehudah takes a wife from the Kenanites and has 3 sons. Yhwh sees his son Er was evil, and kills him.

8-10 Onan is told to give his brothers wife a child, and he spills on the ground. Yhwh kills him for his evil.

11-18 Tamar is told to wait for Yehudah's youngest son to grow, then he will give her a son. After a long period of time, Tamar dresses as a whore and concieves by Yehudah.

19-26 Tamar went away, and 3 months later Yehudah was told that Tamar when whoring and got pregnant. He brings her out to be burned and she shows him his pledge. 

27-30 Tamar has twins.

Bereshith 39

1-6 Yosef is blessed in Potiphar's house, is set over all he has. 

7-18 Potiphar's wife tries to seduce Yosef, he says no. She tries again and takes his garment. She uses the garment to frame Yosef for raping her.

19-23 Yosef's master threw him into prison. Yosef was blessed in prison and set over all the prisoners.

Bereshith 40

1-4 Pharoh's cupbearer and baker were thrown into prison, under Yosef.

5-15 The cupbearer of Pharoh had a dream and relates it to Yosef, and he explains the meaning of the dream. 

16-23 The baker had a dream and relates it to Yosef, and he explains the meaning of the dream. 3 days later Pharoh fulfills the dreams in the exact way that Yosef explained to them.
