Torah Portion Notes Sabbath #11
Bereshith 41

1-7 Pharoh has 2 dreams. One of 7 plump cows being eaten by 7 lean and ugly cows, and One of 7 plump heads of grain, eaten by 7 scorched and lean heads of grain. 

8-13 Pharaoh's cupbearer remembers him and the baker's dreams, in jail. He relates to Pharoh about how Yosef interpreted them for them both. 

14-24 Pharaoh calls Yosef out of the prison to interpret his dream. Paraoh relates his dreams to Yosef, both seperately.

25-27 Yosef relates to Pharaoh that they are both the same dream.

29-32 Yosef tells Pharaoh that they are a warning of 7 years of plenty, then 7 years of famine. 

33-37 Yosef then tells Pharoah be best preperation that he could do for the famine.

38-45 Pharaoh see's that Yhwh is with Yosef, and sets him up to do all that he said needed done, over all Mitsrayim, second only to Yhwh.

46-57 Yosef kept 1/5 of all the harvests, for the entire 7 years of plenty. Then he passed it out during the famine, and all the world came to Mitsrayim for grain.

Bereshith 42

1-6 Yaqov hears that there is grain in Mitsrayim. He sends his sons, but leaves Binyamin behind because he is the last son of his mother. They go to Yoseph, in Mitsrayim.

7-12 Yoseph recognizes his brothers, but they do not recognize him. He treats them like strangers, and calls them spies.

13-17 They claim to be 10 of 12 brothers, and that one brother is dead, and the other is with their father. Yosef puts them in prizon for 3 days, and says that one should go back and bring the brother.

18-24 3 days later Yosef decides that they should leave one brother, and take the grain, then come back for him, with the youngest brother. He decides to keep Shimon. 

25-28 Yosef commands that their sacks be filled, and also their money returned in the opening of the sack.

29-35 The brothers get back to Yaqov and explain what has happened. 

36-38 Yaqov refuses to let Benyamin go. Reuben promises his childrens life if anything happens to Benyamin, but Yaqov refuses, claiming that he will die if anything happens to Benyamin.
Bereshith 43

1-11 Yaqov asks his sons to go get more grain, for it is all gone. Yehudah says that the man in Mitsrayim will not see them without Benyamin, and says that he will stand guaranty for him.

12-15 Yaqov sends them with a gift of the fruit of his land, double silver, and Benyamin. They go to Yoseph.

16-26 Yoseph sends them to his house. They get scared that it is a trap, and go to the master of Yoseph's house, and tell him of the silver. He assures them that no silver was missing. Yosef arrives and they give him the gifts.

27-31 Yoseph inquires about his father, and notices Benyamin. Yosef goes off alone, for he is deeply moved by his brother.

32-34 They were seated away from each other and the Mitsrites. They were seated according to their birthright, and each given a portion. Benyamin's was 5 times that of the others.

Bereshith 44

1-6 Yoseph has his men fill their sacks, return all their silver to them again, and place his cup in the sack of the youngest. They leave and he sends his men after them, to accuse them of stealing.

7-9 They deny this and say that whomever it is found with will be killed, and they will all be slaves to him. 

10-13 The cup is found in Benyamin's pack. They all head back to the city.

14-17 The brothers go to Yoseph's house and beg him to keep them as slaves as well. He says no, that they should go back, and that only the one with the cup stays.

18-34 Yehudah explains that Yaqov said he would die if he was seperated from Benyamin, and that Yehudah was sent as a guaranty for Benyamin. Yehudah asks to stay in place of Benyamin.
