Torah Portion Notes Sabbath #12

Bereshith 45

1-8 Yoseph sends everyone out but his brothers, and tells them who he is. He asks if his father is well, and tells them that Yhwh sent him to save them during the famine.

9-14 Yoseph tells his brothers to go get his father, so they can live well during the famine. He then falls on Benyamin and weeps.

15-18 Pharaoh hears of Yoseph's brothers, and tells Yoseph to send them to get his father.

19-24 Pharaoh then commands Yoseph's brothers to take the best of Mitsrayim, enough for the journey, and to get their father and return.

25-28 They leave Mitsrayim, go to Yaqov, and Yaqov decides to leave immediately.

Bereshith 46

1-7 Yisrael leaves, and Yhwh appears to him in a dream, telling him it is good to go to Mitsrayim. 

8-27 List of the Tribes and their Clans, and who was the mother of each.

28-34 Yehudah is sent into Goshen before hand, to spot the way. Then Yoseph comes to see his father, and tells him to be honest with Pharaoh, when they ask his profession, and they will keep him in Goshen.
Bereshith 47

1-6 Yoseph goes to Pharaoh and Pharaoh meets his family. He then sends them to Goshen.

7-12 Yisrael blesses Pharaoh, and tells Pharaoh that he is 130. Yoseph takes them to where they will stay, in Mitsrayim. Yoseph provides for his family.

13-19 The famine was very severe, and no one had any silver left to buy food with. So Yoseph accepted herds and livestock as payment. Then no one had any livestock left, and sold themselves to Pharaoh as slaves, and their land.

20-22 Yoseph bought all the land of Mitsrayim, except for the land of the priests.

23-28 Yoseph instituted a 20% tax of all increase, and it has been this way since in Mitsrayim. (Wow, are we not in bondage, to a present day Mitsrayim/Babylon hybrid or what?) Yisrael stayed in Mitsrayim and was blessed, for 17 years, then he died at 147 years old.

29-31 Yisrael made Yoseph promise to bury him in the land.

Bereshith 48

1-7 Yisrael is about to die, so Yoseph brings his sons to his father, and Yisrael claims them as his own. This signifies Ephrayim and Manasheh as individual tribes, as opposed to just clans of the tribe of Yoseph.

8-11 Yisrael asks who the men are, and Yoseph tells him they are his sons. 

12-16 Yisrael brings them before him, then crosses his arms and blesses them reversed, with the youngest getting the blessing of the older.

17-22 Yoseph thinks it's an accident, and Yisrael tells him that the yonger will be greater than the older, but the older will be great. He blesses them.
