Torah Portion Notes Sabbath #13

Bereshith 49

1 Yaqov calls the sons of Yisrael, his sons, to tell them of their futures, and themselves.

2-4 Yaqov tells Reuben that he does not excel because he entered Yaqov's bed.

5-7 Shimon and Levi are told that they are implements of violence. Their wrath and displeasure are cused, and they are to be divided in Yaqov and scattered in Yisrael.

8-12 Yehudah is blessed as a lions cub, and told that his brothers will praise him, and that the "sceptre" or reign will not pass from Yehudah until "Shiloh" comes.

13 Zebulun is blessed to live at the seashore, and be a haven of ports.

14-15 Yissakar is blessed as a strong donkey resting between two heavy loads. He became subject to slave labour, (or working for someone else)

16-18 Dan is blessed with Right Ruling over his people, but then called a serpent who bites the heels of passers by.

19 Gad is blessed that if he is raided he raids them back.

20 Asher was blessed with delicacies and rich bread.

21 Naphtali is blessed as a "loose deer", with words of elegance.

22-26 Yoseph is blessed as a fruit bearing tree, over a wall. He is supported by the "Mighty One", and out of him comes "The Shepherd, the Stone of Yisrael". His blessings excede that of all his other brothers.

27 Binyamin was blessed as a Wolf that tears. he eats in the morning, and divides spoil at night.

28-33 Yaqov finishes blessing, and tells his sons that he is going to die and to bury him with his ancestors. He dies.

Bereshith 50

1-13 Yoseph cries over Yaqov and then embalms him. He asks Pharaoh to let them go bury their father. He sends them with a great company and they bury him.

14-21 Yoseph's brother are scared that now he will repay them their evil. They lie to him saying thier father told him to forgive them. He tells them he is in no place to judge them, and forgives them.

22-26 Yoseph lived to be 130 years old, and saw his great great grandchildren. The children of Yisreal promised to bring his bones up out of Mitsrayim with them when they are taken.

Shemot 1

1-7 All of the tribes of Yisrael were in Mitsrayim. Yoseph dies and all his brothers are dead. The children or Nation of Yisrael increased greatly.

8-14 A new Pharaoh decides the Yisraelites were too many, and made them hired servants under Pharaoh. Then they made it very harsh for them, and the more they made it harder for them, the more they grew.

15-21 Then Pharaoh demanded that all the Hebrew Midwives were to kill all the firstborn of the Hebrews. They didn't, because they feared Elohim. They said the women gave birth before the midwives got there. Yhwh blesses the midwives.

22 Pharaoh orders all sons in Mitsrayim to be murdered in the river when they are born.

Shemot 2

1-6 A two Levites had a son, hid him for 3 months, and put him in a basket in the river. The daughter of Pharaoh found him and took him.

7-10 Her handmaiden went to get a nurse, and brought his mother. She nursed him till he was weened and Pharaohs daughter named him Moshe.

11-14 Moshe saw a Mitsrite beating a Hebrew. He saw no one was looking andhe killed the Mitsrite. The next day he sees a Hebrew beating an Hebrew, and they know he killed the Mitsrite. 

15-17 Moshe flees Pharaoh and goes to Midyan. He rescue's the daughters of the priest of Midyan from the shepherds.

18-21 Reuwel the priest of Midyan invites Moshe to stay, and gives him his daughter Tsipporah as a wife.

22-25 Moshe has a son, named Gereshom, and Pharaoh dies. Elohim hears the cries of Yisrael.
