Torah Portion Notes Sabbath #13

Shemot 3

1 - 9 Yhwh calls to Moshe through the burning bush, and tells Moshe that he has heard the cries of Yisrael.

10-15 Yhwh tells Moshe that he is to go to Mitsrayim to bring His people out. He also tells Moshe that his name is Yhwh.

16-22 Now Yhwh tells Moshe that he is to gather the Elders of Yisrael and take them to Pharaoh and ask to go slaughter to Yhwh. Pharaoh will deny them. Then by the end of it all they will "Plunder Mitsrayim" with all they will take with them.
Shemot 4

1-9 Yhwh gives Moshe 3 signs to convince the Yisraelites that Elohim has sent him.

10-17 Moshe then begs Yhwh not to have to be the one to speak to the children of Yisrael, because he has a slow tounge. Yhwh takes this as a lack of faith, but lets his brother Aharon speak for him.

18-26 Yhwh tells Moshe to do the signs for Pharaoh, and to tell Pharaoh that his firstborn son will die if he doesn't allow Yisrael to leave. Yhwh "tries to kill" Moshe (if he was really trying to kill Moshe, Moshe'd be dead) and his wife circumsizes her son for Moshe.

27-31 Aharon goes to meet Moshe, they gather the elders, do the signs and everyone believes.

Shemot 5

1-9 Aharon and Moshe go to Pharaoh. They ask him to let Yhwh's people go slaughter. Pharaoh claims no knowledge of Yhwh and refuses, then he makes their burden more heavy by not supplying straw for the bricks.

10-19 Yisrael was told they would no longer recieve straw, but that the must make the same amount of bricks. They beg Pharaoh but he refuses, and says they are idle. The foremen over the Yisraelites are worried.

20-23 The formen blame Moshe and Aharon for what is happening, and Moshe goes to Yhwh and asks why He hasn't delivered His people.
Shemot 6

1-9 Yhwh tells Moshe that He is Elohim, and that He will make Pharaoh drive them out of his land. Moshe tells the people, but they will not listen.

10-13 Yhwh tells Moshe to tell Pharaoh to "Let His People Go".

14-30 A list of the Sons of Yisrael, down to Moshe and Aharon.
