Torah Portion Notes Shabbat # 15

Shemot (Exo) 7

1-6 Yhwh commands Moshe to tell Aharon to go to Pharaoh. He also tells Moshe that Pharaoh will not listen and He will bring out Yisrael with a "Strong Hand"

7-13 Moshe is 80 and Aharon 83 when they are sent to Pharaoh. Yhwh tells them to do the sign of the Rod for Pharaoh, but the magicians do the same and Aharon's snake eats both of theirs.

14-18 Yhwh commands Moshe and Aharon to meet Pharaoh by the Nile when he is getting his water. To tell him to let Yisrael go, and of the plague of the Nile to Blood.

19-25 Yhwh strikes all the waters of Mitsrayim and it all turns to blood. Pharaoh's magicians do the same and his isn't moved. Then seven days passed.

Shemot (Exo) 8
1-5 Yhwh commands Moshe to go to Pharaoh again, and threaten him with Frogs. Moshe tells Aharon to perform the miracle of the plague of Frogs.

6-11 The plague comes, and Pharaoh's magicians did the same with their magic. Pharaoh pleads with Moshe to ask Yhwh to call back the plague, and Moshe agrees.

12-15 Moshe cries out to Yhwh and the frogs die out and stay in the river, they pile the dead ones in heaps. Pharaoh's heart hardens and he doesn't let them go.

16-19 Yhwh tells Moshe to tell Aharon to perform the miracle of the plague of Gnats. Pharaoh's magicians cannot do this, and are scared. Pharaoh's heart hardens and he won't let them go.

20-24 Yhwh tells Moshe to threaten Pharaoh with the plague of Flies and tell him Yisrael (in Goshen) will be spared. The Flies come.

25-32 Pharaoh tells Moshe to slaughter in Mitsrayim, and Moshe refuses. He asks to go 3 days into the wilderness, and Pharaoh agrees, if Moshe will pray for the flies to go. Moshe goes out and prays and the flies leave. Pharaoh refuses to let the people go.
Shemot (Exo) 9

1-6 Yhwh tells Moshe to threaten Pharaoh with Pestilence, the next day. The Pestilence comes and Yhwh's people are spared. 

7-12 Yhwh tells Moshe to have Aharon gather ashes from a furnace, and sprinkle it into the heavens. It becomes boils on all the people and livestock of Mitsrayim.

13-17 Yhwh tells Moshe to tell Pharaoh that He is sending the plagues to prove His power and have Pharaoh declare Yhwh's name.

18-26 Yhwh tells Moshe to tell Pharaoh that He is going to send a rain that is unlike anthing Mitsrayim has seen and to bring in all things or they will be destroyed. Those who feared Yhwh brought in thier things, and everyone else that was out died, with fire, hail, and rain. Yhwh's people in Goshen were spared.

27-35 Pharaoh admits his wrong, and agrees that he will let Yhwh's people go, if Moshe would pray for the rain to stop. Moshe prays and it all stops, Pharaoh then hardens his heart and refuses to let them go.

Shemot (Exo)  10
1-11 Moshe threatens Pharaoh with Locusts, Pharaoh says no, then his servants change his mind. He agrees to only let the men go out to the festival, and none else. 

12-19 Moshe calls the plague of the Locusts and Pharaoh calls to Moshe and Aharon. He asks for forgiveness and to be spared. Moshe goes out and prays and a West Wind blows the locusts away.

20-29 Pharaoh hardens his heart and refuses to let them go. Yhwh tells Moshe to call the plague of Darkness on the Mitsrites, and all Yisrael had light. After 3 days Pharaoh calls for Moshe. He tells them to leave and leave their livestock behind. Moshe says that Pharaoh is to provide them with slaughterings, and they will take all. Pharaoh refuses and says he will kill Moshe if he ever sees him again.
