Torah Portion Notes Shabbat # 16
Shemot (Exo) 11

1-3 Yhwh tells Moshe to tell the people to ask for whatever they want from Mitsrayim. Silver and Gold. They are made great in Mitsrayim.

4-8 Moshe tells Pharaoh of the final Plague. The Death of the Firstborn. He also tells Pharaoh that none of the Yisraelites would be harmed. He leaves upset.

9-10 Yhwh tells Moshe that Pharaoh will not listen, so that His wonders would be multiplied. Pharaoh didn't let them go.

Shemot (Exo) 12
1-5 Yhwh tells Moshe to tell everyone that "This is the month of the Aviv. Take a lamb for Pasach on the 10th day. 

6-11 He explains how to take the Passover, on the 14th night.You put the blood of the lamb on your doorposts. You are to roast it in fire, not leave any leftovers, eat with sandals and staff ready, and in haste.

12-14 He says "I will pass over Mitsrayim and the blood on the doorpost will be a sign for me to pass over you." This is a Festival to Yhwh forever.

15-20 Yhwh describes the days of Unleavened Bread, a Festival to Yhwh forever. From the 15th day until the 21st day everyone is to eat unleavened bread and remove the leaven from thier lives.

21-28 Moshe commanded them to perform the Passover, and to put the blood on the doorposts. They do as he says.

29-36 At midnight Yhwh struck Mitsrayim and Pharaoh calls Moshe and sends them away. Along with everything they own, and everything they were given. 

37-51 Yhwh commands everyone to take the Passover as a rememberance of coming out of Mitsrayim. The stranger cannot take it unless they are circumsized. They were in servitude for 430 years.
Shemot (Exo) 13

1-5 Yhwh tells Moshe that all the firstborn of Yisrael, man and beast, are his. Moshe then tells the people to remember to keep Pasach and Unleavened Bread.

6-10 Yhwh tells us to eat unleavened bread and to tell our children it is for what Yhwh did for us, as a sign on our hand and a reminder between our eyes.

11-16 All the firstborn of Yisrael are to be sacrificed to Yhwh, but donkeys you ransom with a lamb, and men you ransom. Tell our children that it is because Yhwh brought us out with a strong hand and killed the firstborn of Mitsrayim. And that it is to be a sign on our hand and reminder between the eyes.

17-22 They went by the sea of reeds, to avoid a fight. Yhwh went before them in cloud by day and fire by night and He never left.

Shemot (Exo)  14
1-9 Yhwh tells them to camp near the sea so they think they are lost. Pharaoh comes after them and overtakes them near the sea.

10-20 Yisrael sees the Mitsrites coming for them and cry to Yhwh and to Moshe. Yhwh tells Moshe to part the water, and moves the cloud behind them, between Pharaoh and Yisrael, and they didn't come near the other all night.

21-25 Yhwh tells Moshe to go, and they part the waters and go. The Mitsrites follow, and Yhwh sees them and make their chariot wheels come off, and them confused.

26-31 Yhwh tells Moshe to stretch out his hand back over the water and the water collapses on the MItsrites. Yisreal saw the corpses on the shore. Yhwh saves Yisrael and Yisrael saw the great work Yhwh did. They feared and believed Yhwh and His servant Moshe.
