Scripture Notes
5:24 Hanok Lived a third as long as his father Yred, and his son Methuselah. It says that Elohim “Took Him”, could this indicate that he never died?

5:32 Shem, Ham, Yepheth are all born at the same time, and are possibly triplets. Also Yepheth is the elder brother, see Bereshit(Genesis) 10:21, yet it is written Shem, Ham, Yepheth, not with Yepheth first. Not sure what meaning this could hold, but I’m sure there is a lesson somewhere, in this.

6:1 Nephilim are born. Half man, half spirit. Unpure Abominations. Also known as Giants.

6:5 All men are “inclined to evil”, it is amazing how close our world is to this very same thing.

6:9 Noah was “Perfect in his generations”, it is possible that this is signifying that he has no “Nephilim” in him, pure of blood.

7:2 Seven pairs of Clean animals. The extra animals were likely for food.
7:18 “And the Ark moved about on the surface of the waters”, it has the same reference in Bereshith (Genesis) 1:2 “And the spirit of Elohim moved about on the surface of the waters” The world had returned to it’s most basic state, void of life or order.

7:20 This could mean that the waters were “15 cubits”(22.5 ft.) above Mt. Everest, or the highest peak at that time. -OR- It could alternately mean that the Peaks of the Waves, were “15 cubits” high.

8:4 Second day of the Feast of Tabernacles.

8:5 Two and a half months later you could see the ground.

8:13 New Moon day, the first month of the year. Noah removed the covering of the Ark, seems to mean it wasn’t a day of not working.

8:20 Offering of one of every clean animal that is on the face of the Earth. Wow.
