Torah Portion Notes Sabbath #4
Bereshith 13


1-5 Abram and Lot travel together all over the land.


6-7 Abram and Lot have too much and the land will not bear them.


8-10 Abram and Lot decide to Separate in the land, to avoid strife between kin.


11-13 Lot goes east to the plain of Yarden and camps near Sedom.


14-17 Yhwh tells Abram to look in all directions, and that this will all be his land, as far as the eye can see. He also tells Abram to travel about the land and see it for himself.


18 Abram starts east and dwells by Mamre, and Hebron.

Bereshith 14


1- 12 The backstory to Lot's kidnapping.


13-14 Abram is told of Lot's capture, and take's his small army to go in pursuit of them.


15-16 Abram defeats them and returns with Lot and all his things.


17 The ruler of Sedom came out to meet Abram in the "Valley of the Sovereign".


18-20 Malkitsedeq "the righteous king" brings out bread and wine, as a priest of the Most High El. He then blesses Abram, and Abram gives him a tenth of all his increase.


21-24 Abram tells the ruler of Sedom that he will not take anything, and the the ruler could have it all, but what was eaten and what Aner, Eshkol, and Mamre (three rulers that came with him) had taken.

Bereshith 15


1-6 Yhwh blesses Abram that he will have many seed. Abram believes and Yhwh credits it as righteousness to him.


7-12 Abram prepares the sacrifices for Yhwh to make the covenant.


13-17 Yhwh tells Abram of the enslavement of Yisrael. He comes awake and sees a torch lighting the sacrifices, between the halves.


18-17 Yhwh declares to Abram the borders of his land.

Bereshith 16


1-6 Sarai doubts Yhwh and gives Hagar to Abram. Hagar concieves and Sarai gets jelous and treats her harshly. Hagar flees.


7-12 A messenger of Yhwh finds her in the wilderness and tells her to return. He also tells her that her son will be blessed as a nation as well.


13-16 Hagar bears Yishmael when Abram was eighty-six.
