Torah Portion Notes Sabbath #5
Bereshith 17


1-4 Yhwh makes covenant with Abram and his seed. Gives command to him the same as messiah gives in Mt. 5:48. "...walk before me and be perfect."


5-14 Yhwh changes Abram's name to Abraham. Yhwh defines the circumcision covenant.


15-16 Yhwh changes Sarai's name to Sarah, and promises Abraham a son through her.


17-22 Abraham laughs at having a son at a hundred. He asks Yhwh to take Yishmael as his seed. Elohim tells him that He will have His covenant with Yitshaq (Issac) and that He will bless Yishmael as well. 


23-27 Abraham circumcises his entire house.

Bereshith 18


1-5 Three men appear to Abraham and he asks them to stay for a bit and rest and eat.


6-10 Abraham has everyone hurriedly prepare food for the guests. They eat and tell him of Sarah having a son. 


11-15 Sarah laughs and Yhwh asks Abraham why. Sarah denies it.


16-19 The three men leave, and Yhwh decides to tell Abraham what he is doing.


20-33 Yhwh tells Abraham that He is going to destroy Sedom and Amorah. Abraham pleads with Him for the righteous in Sedom and Amorah.

Bereshith 19


1-7 The messengers arrive at Sedom and meet Lot. They stay with Lot for the night. The people from the city came to Lot's house and Lot asks them not to do evil to these men.


8-10 Lot offers his daughters to them. They try to break open door. The messengers pull Lot in through the door. 


11-13 The people are struck with blindness and Lot is told to get everyone of his fellows out of the city, because it is going to be destroyed.


14-17 Lot gathered everyone, and he was told to hurry. He was loitering and so the messengers "grabbed him by the hands and his wife and daughters and set them outside the city." Told them to run to the mountains.


18-23 Lot begged to go to Tso'ar instead. Allowed to go. He went.


24-29 Yhwh rained Sulfur and Fire on Sedom and Amorah. Lot's wife looked back and was turned to salt. Abraham went to the mountain where he met Yhwh, and saw the smoke from Sedom and Amorah.


30-38 Lot went from Tso'ar to a cave with his daughters. They got him drunk and slept with him and concieved.

Bereshith 20


1-8 Abraham told Abimelek of Gerar that Sarah was his sister, because she was very fair. Abimelek took Sarah and Yhwh told him to return her before anything happened. Abimelek and whole house frightened.


9-14 Abraham tells Abimelek that Sarah is truly his sister and his wife. Abimelek gives Sarah and much wealth to Abraham as proof of his purity, in not touching Sarah.


15-18 Abraham is given permission to dwell in Abimelek's land. Yhwh re-opens the wombs of Abimelek's house, because he had closed them.
