Bereshith (Gen) 25 

1-4 List of the lineage of Abrahams second wife, Queturah.

5-8 Abraham gives all that he has to Yitshaq, and dies at 175 years old.

9-11 Abraham is buried with Sarah, and Yitshaq is blessed.

12-18 List of the genealogy of Yishmael, and Yishmael dies at 137 years old.

19-26 Rivqah bears Yaqov and Esaw.

27-34 Yaqov tricks Esaw into selling him his birthright for a bowl of stew.
Bereshith (Gen) 26

1-5 Yhwh commands Yitshaq to dwell in the lands that he was promised.


6-8 Yitshaq tells the men in Gerar that Rivqah is his sister. Abimelek finds out she is truly his wife.


9-11 Abimelek reproves Yitshaq for lieing, and commands that no one is to touch him or his wife.


12-16 Yitshaq is blessed, and grows into a mighty and wealthy man. Philistines fill in the wells his father dug out of jealousy. Abimelek tells him to leave.


17-21 Yitshaq left and was again digging the wells of his father, and the men there strove with him, claiming the wells as their own.

22-25 Yitshaq dug a new well that they did not fight over. Yhwh blesses him. He builds an altar, and digs another well.


26-33 Abimelek comes to Yitshaq and makes a covenant with him. They had a feast.


34-35 Esaw marries two women from other people and Yitshaq and Rivqah are upset with him.
Bereshith (Gen) 27


1-4 Yitshaq is old, and blind. He requests that Esaw hunt him wild game to eat, so that he will bless Esaw before he dies.

5-10 Rivqah hears, and tells Yaqov to get two choice lambs for her to prepare for Yitshaq so that Yaqov could take Esaw’s blessing.


10-17 Yaqov says he is not hairy like Esaw. His mother tells him to just obey her. She prepares the meal, and puts the skin on Yaqov as a disquise.


18-23 Yitshaq eats of Yaqov’s food and is deceived. He blesses Yaqov with Esaw’s blessing.


24-29 Yitshaq just leaves and then Esaw arrives.


30-40 Esaw is informed of Yaqov’s treatchery, and is blessed with a small blessing.


41-46 Esaw vows to kill Yaqov once Yitshaq dies. Rivqah doesn’t want to lose both of them in one day and tells Yaqov she will send him to live with Laban until Esaw’s wrath is complete. Rivqah tells Yitshaq that Yaqov must marry of her family.
Bereshith (Gen) 28


1-5 Yitshaq blesses Yaqov and sends him to the house of Laban.


6-9 Esaw tries to please his father and takes a wife from his fathers relatives.


10-15 Yaqov dreams of The Ladder. Yhwh blesses Yaqov.

16-22 Yaqov sets up a standing column. He vows to give a tithe of a tenth to Yhwh.
