Torah Portion Notes Sabbath 8

Bereshith 29

1-3 Yaqov goes to the land "People of the East" and goes to a well, where it is closed until all have gathered.

4-12 Yaqov meets Rahel at the well and rolls the stone back to water her sheep, even though it is against the rules. He kisses her and tells her of his relation to her.

13-14 Laban and Yaqov meet and celebrate. He convinces Laban that he is his relative, and stays with him for a month.

15-21 Yaqov asks Laban to let him work for seven years to pay the dowry for Rahel, and they agree. 

22-30 Laban has a wedding feast, and gives Leah to Yaqov as a wife, in deciet. Then next day Yaqov realizes the mistake and agrees to work another seven years for Rahel, if he can have her after another week. Yaqov loves Rahel more.

31-35 Yhwh notices that Leah is unloved, and gives her four sons, Reuben, Shimon, Levi, Yehuda, and then ceases to bear.
Bereshith 30

1-8 Rahel is jealous of Leah, for she bore no children, and gave Bilhah to Yaqov to bear sons for her. She has two sons, Dan and Naphtali.

9-13 Leah sees that she is no longer bearing, and gives Zilpah to Yaqov, and she bears him two sons. Gad, and Asher.

14-20 Rahel sees the "Love Apples" that Reuben picks for Leah and trades a night with Yaqov for them. Leah concieves twice again, and bears Yissaskar and Zebulun.

21-24 Rahel is shown mercy, and bears Yoseph to Yaqov.

25-36 Yaqov wishes to leave Laban, and they discuss a wage for him as payment. He agrees to take only the spotted and striped sheep, for the rest of the time, as his payment. Then Laban leaves to go three days journey away.

37-43 Yaqov puts striped and spotted rods in front of the strong of Laban's flocks, when they concieve, and they have spotted and striped sheeps. He increases greatly.
Bereshith 31

1-9 Yaqov realizes that there is contention between him and Laban. Yhwh tells him to go back to the land he was given. He tells his wives.

10-16 Rahel and Leah agree to leave, and tell Yaqov to do whatever he was told to do.

17-22 Yaqov leaves with all he has and Leah steal the house idols of Laban. Laban is told he has left, three days later.

23-30 Laban asks Yaqov why he left in deciet, and that he was told by Yhwh not to do good nor evil to Yaqov. He then asks him why he stole his mighty ones.

31-42 Laban searches all of Yaqov's goods and doesn't find the idols, because Rahel is sitting on them and claims to be "in the time of women". Yaqov gets upset that there is nothing done to provoke Laban's wrath.

43-55 Laban and Yaqov make a covenant that Yaqov will treat Laban's daughters well, and Yaqov offers a sacrifice to Yhwh on an altar that they built.

Bereshith 32

1-5 Yaqov goes on his way, is met by messengers of Yhwh, and sends a messenger to his brother Esaw.

6-15 Yaqov is told that Esaw is coming with four hundred men, and he is afraid. He prays for protection and splits his caravan into two sections. He then sets aside all that comes to him, for his brother.

16-23 Yaqov sends the presents in small sections, to his brother Esaw.

24-29 Yaqov wrestles with a "Man" all night. At daybreak the "Man" dislocates Yaqov's hip. Yaqov doesn't give up and requires the "Man" to bless him before he leaves. He also tells Yaqov that his name is now Yisrael.

30-32 Yisrael believes that it is Elohim Himself that he wrestled with, and this is why Israelites do not eat the sinew of the hip.
