Torah Portion Notes Sabbath #9
Bereshith (Gen) 33
1-4 Yaqov positions his children and wives in front of him thinking that Esaw was coming to kill him. He positions them in rows according to his love for them. Esaw meet's him and they kiss and cry together. 

5-8 Esaw marvels over his brother’s family. Then he asks Yaqov what his servants meant by "to find favour in the eyes of my master", for he didn't understand Yaqov's fear. 

9-11 Yaqov convinces Esaw to accept the gifts he gave to his brother, because Yaqov has enough.

12-16 Esaw departs from Yaqov and Yaqov follows.

17-20 Yaqov builds his "house" in Sukkoth, goes to Shekem, and buys a field to place an altar and sacrifice to Elohim.

Bereshith (Gen) 34

1-3 Shekem takes Dinah and "humbles" her, and falls in love with her.

4-7 Shekem asks his father for Dinah as a wife. Yaqov hears about what happened. When Hamor speaks with Yaqov, his sons come in from the field very wroth, for no Yisraelite is to lie with a gentile.

8-12 Hamor and Shekem plead with Yaqov and his sons to let Dinah be Shekem's wife. Shekem offers to pay any price.

13-24 They are told they must circumcise all of the males in all of their land. They agree to do this, and immediately circumcise all the males of the city.

25-29 Two days later, on the "third day", Shimon and Levi go into the city of Hamor and kill all the males, including Shekem and Hamor, and capture all the goods.

30-31 Yaqov is upset with them for making him look bad among the inhabitants of the land. His sons ask if they should have let them treat their sister like a whore.

Bereshith (Gen) 35

1-5 Yhwh tells Yaqov to go to Beyth El. Yaqov makes his servants Set themselves Apart, by washing, changing their clothes, and putting away their idols. The cities that Yaqov was fearful of didn't pursue them.

6-8 They all arrive, and Deborah dies there.

9-13 Elohim appears to Yaqov and blesses him. He promises the land to Yaqov and his sons, and changes his name to Yisrael.

14-19 Yisrael sets up and altar and sacrifices to Yhwh. After they leave Rahel goes into labor, and dies. She has Benyamin.

20-22 Yisrael sets up a column over her grave. He hears that Reuben lay with Bilhah.

23-26 A list of the 12 sons of Yisrael.

27-29 Yisrael meets with his father Yitshaq, and Yitshaq dies at 180 years old.

Bereshith (Gen) 36

1-5  The genealogy of Esaw.

6-8 Esaw leaves Yisrael and goes to Se'ir.

9-41 A list of the genealogy, sovereigns, and the chiefs of Edom's lands.
