The Counting Season Festivals 

of Yhwh

Disclaimer of How I split the Set-Apart Festivals of Yhwh into Seasons
In Wayyiqra (Lev) 23 Yhwh lists His Set-Apart days. He explains to us the sacrifices and the details of what we are supposed to practice to remember the covenant, but also to remember the promises. This teaching is going to be on the Counting Season Festivals of Yhwh. First of all, let me explain how I divide the Festivals of Yhwh. In Wayyiqra 23 He lists His Set-Apart days. In verse 3 is the Sabbath, verse 5 is the Passover, and verse 6 through 8 is Unleavened Bread. Then it starts over in 9 with:
Lev 23:9 And יהוה spoke to Mosheh, saying, 

This is the point where I end the Passover Season Festivals of Yhwh. This is where he begins the next Season of Days, which is Pentecost. From verses 10 through 22 He tells of how to count and calculate the day of Pentecost. Also He tells us of the sacrifices and offerings required for that day. This is the Counting Season Festivals of Yhwh. Then we see in verse 23:
Lev 23:23 And יהוה spoke to Mosheh, saying, 

This is where the Counting Season Festivals of Yhwh end, and He begins talking about Trumpets, Atonement, and Tabernacles. These are the Harvest Season Festivals of Yhwh. Then in 37 He says:

Lev 23:37 ‘These are the appointed times of יהוה which you proclaim as set-apart gatherings...as commanded for every day.

This is the end of his detailed description of the days, and this is how I divide them into seasons. This is merely for the convenience of splitting it into teachings, and I wanted to make clear my reasons. Now on with the teaching
The First-Fruits Offering

This is the day, during Unleavened Bread, that you wave the sheaf of the First Fruits of the barley harvest, as an offering to Yhwh. This day is also the day that you begin counting the 7 Sabbath’s to Pentecost. This day is outlined in Wayyiqra (Lev) 23, verses 10 and 11

Lev 23:10 “Speak to the children of Yisra’ĕl, and you shall say to them, ‘When you come into the land which I give you, and shall reap its harvest, then you shall bring a sheaf of the first-fruits of your harvest to the priest. 11 ‘And he shall wave the sheaf before יהוה, for your acceptance. On the morrow after the Sabbath the priest waves it. 

Now, this is where the confusion comes in. What Sabbath is He referring to here? If we look at the context, we'll see that He just finished explaining Unleavened Bread to Yisrael. I have heard that this "Sabbath" is referring to Passover. Also I have been told that this "Sabbath" is the weekly Sabbath during Unleavened Bread. Let’s see if there are any more clues. In verses 15 and 16 it says

Lev 23:15 ‘And from the morrow after the Sabbath, from the day that you brought the sheaf of the wave offering, you shall count for yourselves: seven completed Sabbaths. 16 ‘Until the morrow after the seventh Sabbath you count fifty days, then you shall bring a new grain offering to יהוה. 

Well, this helps. We can see here that it says seven completed Sabbaths. Well, we have 50 days, 7 Sabbaths, and this is the clue. What other Sabbath happens 7 times in 50 days? None, so this can only be the weekly Sabbath. If you count 50 days from Passover, rarely will it fit in this scenario, you will only have 6 Sabbaths. So, we see that this day is the day after Sabbath during the days of Unleavened Bread, but is this day a Festival of Yhwh? No. No where does it say that this day is to be a Set-Apart gathering. This is merely the beginning of the counting. 

Now, do we see any "Shadow Outlines" of "Good things yet to come"? YES, on Passover day, when Yahshua was sacrificed, the first fruits of the barley harvest were marked. The priests did this every year, on Passover, they would bind 10 measures of grain, without harvesting them, and leave them sit until the First Fruits offering. The graves of "the saints" were opened when Yahshua was sacrificed, but no one was resurrected until 3 days later, when Yahshua rose again, ON THIS DAY. It has been mathematically proven, by Michael Rood and his associates at NASA, that the year that Yahshua was sacrificed, Passover started on Wednesday, at sundown, and He was resurrected Sabbath Evening! The biblical way of determining days is evening then morning, so that sabbath evening was the beginning of this very day! He rose at the same time as His first fruits! This part has been fulfilled! Now this time is not a Set-Apart Day. This is the manner in which we FIND the Set-Apart day. The Set-Apart day is Pentecost, which has NOT been completely fulfilled. Let’s move on to Pentecost, and I'll explain this a little more, once we look at this. 

Pentecost
Pentecost is commanded in Wayyiqra (Lev) 23 verses 16 through 21, however 17 through 20 are a detailed list of the sacrifices to be done, so I'm not going to list all of them.

Lev 23:16 ‘Until the morrow after the seventh Sabbath you count fifty days, then you shall bring a new grain offering to יהוה. 

Lev 23:21 ‘And on this same day you shall proclaim a set-apart gathering for yourselves, you do no servile work on it – a law forever in all your dwellings throughout your generations. 

This is the command to keep Pentecost. This is a simple day of rest. It is a picture of the Spirit of Yhwh being poured out on the masses. Yahshua fulfilled this on one level when He shouted on the temple mount "If anyone thirsts, let him come to Me, and let him who believes in Me drink!", but was the spirit of Elohim truly poured out for all at this point? No. It says just after, "the Set-Apart Spirit was not yet given, because Yahshua was not yet esteemed." This wasn't fulfilled until He was sacrificed, resurrected, and then went to His taught ones and said "Receive the Set-Apart Spirit". 

Now, there is another thing I'd like to point out. When it says "a new grain offering" in 16, He continues to explain, in 17 that they are the First Fruits unto Yhwh. How can that be? Were not the First Fruits gathered "on the morrow after the sabbath"? This is how. There will be a second gathering of the First Fruits unto Yhwh. Sometime before the end times, the First Fruits will be gathered unto Yhwh again. That is the other half of this picture. This is the picture of "Good things yet to come" that we are to see in His days. These are the lessons that we would know already if we had been doing what the Elohim intended us to be doing for these 2000 years since His son's first coming. I hope this teaching is understood well. Bless you all.
