Unit Plan – Day 3

“Communities”

Objectives:

Students will be able to:

~ Identify each of the three different communities Rural, Urban and Suburban

~ Construct a bar graph mapping out the number of people in each community

Materials:


Taped graph on floor


Graph paper


Pictures of the communities


Index cards with communities on them as well as pictures

Communities books

Procedure:

1. Talk to students about the book before reading it, what they can predict from the cover.  Then read the books Living in a Rural Area, Living in a Suburb, and Living in a City.  (Talk to students about the different areas Suburban, Urban and rural areas. Ask them what one they feel that they live in.)

2. Talk to students about each one after they you are done reading.  Talk to them about the number of people who live in each of the communities. (Ask them by what they read, how many people live in each community.) 

3. Then talk to students about bar graphs.  Go over what needs to be in a bar graph, (Students should know most of these components)

4. Once you have talked about each of the communities and bar graphs, give each person a card with a community on it and a picture of that community. 

5. Have students go back to the graph that is taped on the floor.  You are going to make a human graph.  Students are going to make a human bar graph.

6. Have cards to show what is on the each of the axis’ and the title etc.

7. Then call out the rural people and have them form a line on the graph, then repeat for both the Urban and Suburban people.

8. Have students look around to see which community has the most amounts of people.  Then have them count off to see how many is in each.

9. Talk to students about what they found out about each community. 

10. Students then will go back to their desks and show how to design a bar graph with the numbers that they gathered from the human graph.

11. Can at the end if time brainstorm what a pictograph would look like for the communities
