Unit Plan – Day 5

Parents’ jobs in the Community

Objectives:

Students will be able to:

~ Compare their parents’ jobs in the community with other students’ parents’ jobs

~ Classify their results in a pie graph

Materials:

· String (six different colors)

· Pie graph learning sheet (and overhead)

· Tally Sheet for parents jobs

· Pie graph sheet
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Calculator

· Examples of pie graphs

Procedure:  
1. Talk to students about pie graphs.  Have students make a pie graph using string and the number of siblings they have. So if student have one sibling they get a certain color and then the next one goes with having two siblings and they get another color string. Keep going till they complete the circle with the different colored string.

2. Use the information on the number of siblings to go over what needs to be on a pie graph use hand out to show them and to put their data they collected. 

3. Talk to students about jobs around the community.  Have an overhead of tally sheet of parents’ jobs and each student gets one as well.

4. Have students share what their parent’s jobs are around the community and record the different jobs on the overhead, and tally up the different jobs.

5. Have students help you count (They should also record the information on their sheets as well)

6. Then talk to students about what they found about the jobs that their parents have in the community (ask them some differences and similarities, if they see a pattern

7. Then hand out calculators to the students.  Have them total the tallies for each job (They do not need the calculators for this) Then talk to students about how they get the percentage of each of the jobs

8. Have students record their information on their data sheet, then hand out the pie graph sheet.

9. Students are going to make a key, using different colors as well and draw out their pie graph (Help students give examples of where the lines should be, that if is a big number it will take up the most space and if it is a small number that it is going to be little)

10. Have them fill in the pie graph with their information, collect at the end
