Procedure:

1. Collect the information from all the teachers in the building.  Write the information on an overhead with teacher names.

2. Have students record the information that each teacher gave them and then have them add up the total amount of girls, boys and teachers in the school

3. Then once the student has a total, they need to get it checked by the teacher (should have the total already)

4. Then the students get to pick one of the four graphs that we have talked about to show the information that they gathered about their school community

5. Students will then have to make a graph showing their data.  (Remind students to label their graph and all the other components.  Once finished, they have to hand it in or take it home to complete.

Modifications:
