Final Assessment

Objectives:

Students will be able to:


~ Design a tally sheet


~ Interpret their data they collected


~ Illustrate their data in a graph

Materials:

· Tally sheets for students to collect data

Procedure:

1. Teacher will go over the concepts again of graphing and communities.  Teacher will talk to students about how they will be making their own graphs and tally sheets.

2. Generate ideas with students about what are some things they would like to ask their friends and families.

3. Students will then pick a  question they would like to ask people, they need to decide how many objects they want to tally and what type of graph they want to use (they need to pick a different graph then what they used on the lesson before)

4. Students will then have to go around during lunch or outside of school to ask people their question and try to gather their information (they have to at least have 20 people, they are allowed to have more but at least 20) (They can only have six different options for people to answer)

5. Students will have the weekend to gather their information and create their graphs. They need to be brought in the next class

Procedure:

1. Students will bring in their tally sheets filled out as well as their graphs completed ready to hand in

2. Students will share their data they collected as well as their graphs they made

3. Once we have had each person share, students will place their graphs and tally sheets on a piece of construction paper and they will be displayed around the school as well as their graphs of the number of students and teachers in their schools

Assessment:

· Students will be assessed on their tally sheets, what they had on them and if they calculated everything together correctly

· Students will also be assessed on their final graph, that their data matches their graph and everything is labeled
