Ireland's Average Home Cost Tops $300,000

Ireland's Average Home Cost Tops $300,000 for First-Time Buyers 
DUBLIN, Ireland (AP) -- The average cost of a home in Ireland for a first-time buyer has surpassed euro250,000 (US$300,000) for the first time in a landmark for the country's booming property market. 
A survey published jointly Tuesday by a think tank, the Economic & Social Research Institute, and lenders Permanent TSB found that first-time buyers -- a barometer for measuring the growing difficulty of securing a home in Ireland -- spent euro251,281 (US$298,597) in January, up 0.7 percent from the previous month. A decade ago, a first-time buyer spent an average of just euro75,000. 
The report said about 20 percent of first-time buyers today required cash from parents to make their mortgage possible. 
Two rival Irish lenders to Permanent TSB already offer home buyers loans of 100 percent or even more on the cost of their homes, abandoning the traditional requirement for a down payment, because of the soaring cost of property. 
Properties in many areas of Dublin have quadrupled in value since the mid-1990s, when the so-called Celtic Tiger economy took off on a continuing wave of investment by foreign high-tech companies. 
Economists say the euro-zone's prevailing low interest rates are combining with Ireland's thriving economy to keep prices rising. Unemployment stands at a European Union-low 4.4 percent, and the property market is being driven further upwards because of high immigration from Eastern Europeans. 
The report Tuesday put national prices, including all classes of buyers, at an average of euro281,197 (US$334,146). 
The average price paid for a house in Dublin, home to a third of Ireland's 4 million residents, was euro373,096 (US$443,350) compared with euro243,826 (US$289,738) in the rest of the country, an overall increase from December of 1.2 percent. Over the previous 12 months, it said, national prices rose 10.2 percent. 
"In urban areas, Dublin in particular, many young couples have simply given up on the idea of being able to buy t heir own home," said Eamon Gilmore, housing spokesman for the opposition Labour Party, which appealed to the government to accelerate its state-housing program. More than 100,000 low-income people are waiting for a state-provided home. 
The other major opposition party, Fine Gael, said first-time buyers frequently were having to buy their homes in distant suburbs of Dublin and spend hours commuting. They accused state authorities of inept planning that encouraged Dublin's suburban sprawl.
