FACTS:  This report speaks to two issues:

1. Do grounds exist to terminate parental rights?

2. Is it in the child’s best interest to terminate parental rights?

This report is standardized to include all elements of compliance by the parent(s), child’s placement history, why it is in the child’s best interest, and the grounds that exist to terminate parental rights.

Facts should include the date of each hearing in chronological order, the presiding Judge, and the orders of the court.

Usually a separate report is required for each child based on the number of children and the makeup of the family.  Any child within the family that has a different father and/or mother than any other sibling should have a separate report to address those parent’s specific issues.

RECOMMENDATIONS TO PROTECT AND PROMOTE THE BEST INTEREST OF THE CHILD:

1. The Court finds that grounds do exist in which to terminate parental rights of (parents names) and that said grounds are proven by clear, cogent and convincing evidence.

2. The Court finds that it is in the best interest of (child(ren)’s name(s)) that termination of parental rights be granted.

The court shall conduct reviews every six months thereafter until the juvenile is placed for adoption and the adoption petition is filed by the adoptive parents or agency:
