Today, we are honored to be given the opportunity to adorn our uniforms with the combat patch of the 1st Corps Support Command. As the support command for the 18th Airborne Corps, the 1st COSCOM is the most active, highest speed and most important logistical formation in the entire world. Over 10,000 active duty soldiers wear the 1st COSCOM patch on their left shoulder to identify their affiliation with this great organization. Today, soldiers under the command of the 122nd CSG may now proudly wear the coveted 1st COSCOM patch on their right shoulder to designate their service in a combat zone with the nation’s “Contingency COSCOM.”

Originally activated in 1950 at Ft. McPherson, Georgia, the 1st Logistical Command entered service as a general reserve unit with 15 officers and 35 enlisted personnel. Following assignment to the 18th Airborne Corps in 1958, soldiers from the command served the country overseas in a succession of deployments including Berlin Crisis, Vietnam, Desert Shield/Desert Storm, Enduring Freedom and now, Iraqi Freedom. With a history that reaches back to the Korean War era and continuing through today in the global war on terror, the 1st COSCOM has been involved in every major U.S. conflict in the last 50 years. The soldiers of the 1st COSCOM have delivered countless supplies to troops and civilians before the 11th hour, always ensuring “no mission fails due to logistics.”
