Paris, 1572
2__ What led to the Saint Bartholomew’s Day?

Conflict between French Catholics and French Protestants (Huguenots)
3__ Which European nation replaced Spain as the most powerful nation of Europe during the 1600s?


France

4__ From what did Philip II’s (of Spain) biggest political and financial problems result?

Philip II was a Catholic zealot (fanatic) who sought to eliminate Protestantism in The Netherlands and


in England.  This led to major military, political, and financial losses which lead Spain into decline.
5__ Who issued the Edict of Nantes and when did he issue it?

King Henry IV of France in 1598.
6__ Was the person who issued the Edict of Nantes a Catholic or a Protestant?

A Catholic.  Henry was originally a Protestant.  He had inherited the throne of France, but he had converted to Catholicism in


order to win the favor of the Catholic majority in France so that he could finally be crowned king.  Henry remained sympathetic


to the Huguenots (French Protestants), however.

7__ What was the purpose of the Edit of Nantes?

To stop the religious wars in France and to end persecution of Protestants.  The Edict of Nantes recognized Catholicism as the 


primary religion of France, but it gave the Huguenots the right to worship and as well as the right to hold  public office. 

8__ What people of Europe suffered the worst damage from the religious wars of Europe?

The Germans in their Thirty Year’s War.
9__ Who was Elizabeth Tudor?


Daughter of Henry VIII.  The Queen of England from 1558 to 1603

10__ Who was Elizabeth Tudor’s father?


Henry (Tudor) VIII  (See Chapter 13.
11__ What had Elizabeth Tudor’s father done to stir up people like Philip II of Spain?


Henry VIII converted England to a Protestant state after the Pope refused to grant Henry an annulment

from Catherine of Aragon (mother of Mary Tudor), daughter of the King of Spain at the time.
12 __Who was Mary Tudor?


Daughter of Henry VII and half-sister to Edward and Elizabeth.  Mary became Queen Mary I after Edward VI died.


Mary was Catholic.  She was married to Philip II, King of Spain, a Catholic zealot.
13__ Why was Mary Tudor famous or, perhaps, infamous?


Conspiring with Philip II, Mary (Bloody Mary) sought to make England Catholic again.  She persecuted Protestants.


By the end of her reign, Mary had had over 300 Protestants burned at the stake.

14__ What was the family relationship between Philip II of Spain and Elizabeth I of England?


Bother-in-law and sister-in-law 
15__ List two reasons for Philip II’s hostility to Elizabeth I?


Elizabeth was Protestant.  She supported France to balance the power of Spain.  She executed her cousin,


Mary Stuart, the Catholic queen of Scotland, who conspired with Philip II to assassinate Elizabeth. 


Mary Stuart had conspired with Philip because Elizabeth had no children and Elizabeth’s death would have made Mary Stuart


queen of England as well as queen of Scotland.
16__ What was Philip’s armada doing in the English Channel in 1588?


The armada, with about 130 ships, was on the way to Flanders (modern Belgium and, at the time, Spanish territory just


across the English Channel from England).  A Spanish army was to board the ships in Flanders to be transported to England


for an invasion of England to topple Elizabeth from the English throne.

17__ How many men and ships were in the armada?


FORGET ABOUT THIS QUESTION.
18__ What happened to the Philip’s armada in 1588?


The English navy (mostly privateers) attacked the armada before it reached Flanders.  Faster, more maneuverable, and better

equipped, the English inflicted heavy damage to the armada.  The armada fled the English Channel and attempted to sail


north around Scotland and back to Spain.  Unfortunately, storms sank at least another 70 Spanish ships.
19__ What was Elizabeth I’s attitude toward her subjects?

Reread the page in the text where this is discussed.
20__ To what does "Divine Right" refer?


It was the idea that kings received their power directly from God and were responsible only to God.

21__ How did the Stuart family of Scotland become rulers of England beginning in 1603?


With Elizabeth’s death, the Tudor dynasty came to an end.  The Scottish king, James IV (who was the son of Mary Stuart,


whom Elizabeth had executed for her part in the plot to assassinate Elizabeth) inherited the English throne and became 


King James I of England.

22__ What is Parliament?


It was the part of the English government that passed laws.  Parliament started out as the Great Council of Barons with which King John, by signing of the Magna Carta, agreed to share powers of taxation.  The Great Council of Barons evolved into a Parliament consisting of a legislative body of important noble men and clergy.


Eventually another branch of 
Parliament evolved: a body of wealthy and educated but not noble men.


These men were elected by people in their region of England to serve in Parliament.  The first body of nobility and clergy came


to be called the House of Lords.  The second body of Parliament, the elected representatives came to be known as the House of


Commons. Already by the time of Charles I, Parliament consisted of two houses, both with some political power.  At first,


Parliament had power only over taxation.  It did not have much power until after the parliament’s army defeated the king’s army


in the English Civil War.  From that point on, the political power moved steadily away from the king and even the House of


Lords to the House of Commons.  Today, all of the governmental power of Great Britain is concentrated in the hands of the


House 
Commons from which a Prime Minister (the leader of the British government) is chosen by a majority of the members


of the House of Commons.  
23__ What lay at the bottom of the conflict between Charles I and Parliament?

The divine rights of Kings.  It manifested itself when Charles demanded money which the parliament would

not give him.  This led to the English Civil War, a war between Charles I and the Parliament.
24__ How did Parliament gain the political power to execute the King of England?


Parliament won the English Civil War.
25__ What role did Oliver Cromwell play in the overthrow of the English monarchy?


Cromwell, a member of Parliament, trained and led the Parliament’s army.  He later became dictator of England.
26__ Characterize Oliver Cromwell’s religious position.


He was a Puritan zealot who ruled England as a dictator.  Any public fun was outlawed : no theater, pubs, music, dancing,


etc.
27__ Who was the next English monarch after Charles I?


His son, Charles II.
28__ Who followed the person referred to in question 27 above to the throne of England?


His brother James (James II)
29__ Who was dethroned by the Glorious Revolution>


James II.  He had defied Parliament’s requirement that his son and next king of England be baptized a Protestant.
30__ Why was the Glorious Revolution called the Glorious Revolution?


James was replaced without bloodshed. 

31__ Who was Cardinal Richelieu, and how did he acquire and maintain so much power for so long?

Catholic Cardinal Richelieu was Louis XIII’s chief minister.  Richelieu actually ruled for Louis XIII (only 4 years old


when he inherited the throne) until Louis came of age.  After Louis XIII came of age, Richelieu basically continued to rule

because Louis was a weak leader.  Richelieu strengthened the power of the French throne by taking away the political and 
military rights of the nobility (most of whom were Protestants).

32__ Who was Cardinal Mazarin?


When Louis XIV became king, he was also too young to rule.  Cardinal Mazarin ruled for Louis XIV just as Richelieu 


had ruled for Louis XIII.  When Louis XIV came of age, however, Louis XIV ruled by himself.  Louis XIV was a strong


king who took his job as absolute monarch seriously.
33__ Who wielded the power in France after the death of Mazarin?


Louis XIV 

34__ What was Versailles?

It was a huge palace built by Louis XIV—set perhaps 10-12 miles outside of Paris on hundreds of acres of land with enough

office and residential space to house the government of France and all of the important nobility of France.      Oops!  I got into the


next answer.
35__ Describe Versailles briefly.


It was a huge palace where the King and his nobles would occupy themselves with “royal” activities to keep busy and stay out of 
politics. 

36__ Who was Thomas Hobbes and during what stressful period did he live?


He was a conservative English political thinker who wrote, Leviathan, a work on political thought.  He believed in the unlimited 
power of a monarch.  He wrote during the time of the English Civil War and the Interregnum.

37__ Briefly summarize the philosophy of Thomas Hobbes. 


He thought that in order to preserve order in society you needed absolute power. And he argued that mankind had given up


his right its rights to government in exchange for security in a dangerous world
38__ Who was John Locke, and during whose reign(s) did he live?

But he was English and it was English politics that inspired him.  So say that he lived after the civil war and was


writing prior to the Glorious Revolution.  In fact, Locke’s liberal political writing greatly influenced the course of the

Glorious Revolution.

39__ Briefly summarize the philosophy of John Locke.


He believed humans should live in a state of equality and freedom rather than war. He believed everyone should have “natural


rights” of life,  liberty, and property to which they should have when they are born.  Locke argued that men had natural rights:


the right to life, liberty, and property and that man created governments to protect those rights and that when government abused 
those rights, then man had the right to change the government—by force if necessary.  Read the first two paragraphs


of the Declaration of Independence.  You will see John Locke’s thinking there—a bit more flamboyant, but John Locke could 
have written the words himself, so much are they patterned after his thinking.

40__ What does the term “Baroque” have to do with music and architecture?

It was bringing together the classical ideals of the Renaissance art with the spiritual feelings of 16th century religious revival.

Baroque art is very ornate and complicated whether it is painting, architecture, or music.
