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1. Explain nationalism in the context of WWI.


A nation is a large group of people (numbering in the millions) who occupy the same territory, speak the same language,


practice the same religion, have the same traditions, and are proud of their identity as a group (the French, the Italians, the


Germans, etc.).  Austrian nationalistic pride and a desire for power had motivated the Austrians to build a large empire


which, in the south, included many Serbs.  It was also nationalism that motivated the country of Serbia to want to unite


all Serbs (including those behind the borders of the Austrian empire).  Another aspect of nationalism in 1914 was possession


of colonies.  Possession of colonies made a nation stronger and gave it an even greater sense of pride.  There was competition

among some of the European nations for colonies in places like Africa and Asia.

2. In what ways did the late 19th Century European nations try to protect themselves and their national interests?


Militarization, and multiple alliances.

3. List the causes of WWI.


Militarization, Alliances (multiple), Imperialism, and Nationalism   (MAIN)

Austria-Hungary, Germany, Bulgaria, The Ottoman Empire

6. Who was Archduke Francis Ferdinand?


The archduke was the heir to the throne of the Austrian-Hungarian empire.

7. How did the archduke die?


He was visiting the southern part of the Austrian empire, sort of showing off.

8. Where did the archduke die?  (city and country)


He was assassinated in the Bosnian city of Sarajevo (a city of Serbian nationals but part of the Austrian empire)

9. Who was responsible for the archduke’s death?


A Serbian terrorist organization that wanted to free Bosnia from Austria-Hungary and ultimately unite all Serbs in a Greater


Serbia. The assassin was Galvrilo Princep.

10. What did the state of Serbia have to do with the archduke’s death?

11. List the events in chronological sequence that evolve into WW I.


a.  Serbian nationalist, Galvrilo Princep, assassinates Austrian Archduke Francis Ferdinand (June 28, 1914).


b.  Austria sends ultimatum to Serbia with extreme and humiliating demands (July 23, 1914).


c.  Russia backs Serbia (both of Slavic ethnicity)—says basically: “Don’t let Austria intimidate you.  We are behind you””



 Germany backs Austria-Hungary (Austrians were of German ethnicity) and says, basically:  “Don’t let those Serbs get away



 with this, or you will see your empire decline.  We will help you with anything you need.”


d.  Austria-Hungary declares war on Serbia (July 28, 1914).


e.  Russia mobilizes for war (July 29, 1914).


f.  Germany warns Russia to stop mobilization (to mobilize is to get military forces ready to fight)—Russia refuses—Germany


     declares war on Russia (August 1, 1914)


g.  Fearing the Russian-French alliance and a two-front war, Germany chooses the path of least resistance and attacks


     France by going through Belgium (a neutral country that all European countries had promised never to involve in a war).



 Germany hopes to knock France out quickly so that it can deal with Russia without France at its back.


h.  Great Britain declares war on Germany for violating Belgian neutrality (August 4, 1914)

32. How did WW I alter the map of the world?


Notice on map in textbook the new nations after WWI.  Note that Russia was punished for pulling out of the war by


the establishment of Finland, Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, and Poland.  Germany lost some territory to Poland (Danzig Corridor).  
Austria lost Hungary, the lands which became Czechoslovakia, and the lands which joined Serbia to become Yugoslavia.  The 
Ottoman Empire was reduced to Turkey, Saudi Arabia, and Persia (Iran), while the rest of the Ottoman lands (later to become


Syria, Lebanon, Israel, Jordan, and Iraq) were place under the protection and political administration of Great Britain and


France.

33. Which European country suffered the greatest losses in WW I?


Russia (which became know a few years later as the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics—USSR).
