Branch Coach

5.1 The TAPS course has now finished. We trust that our participants have seen a lot of different views on refereeing, and can now try these ideas out, and improve their game.  We thank all participants, exam board and guest speakers, and the Dundas club for the use of their clubrooms and playing field.

5.2 We have had referees go out and complete their class 1 and 2 field tests. Congratulations to all these referees.

5.3 Evaluations sheets have been received from Granville and the Youth League. Most of these reports are encouraging.

5.4 Fitness is important for referees to be able to have control of a game. You must be able to run for the ENTIRE length of the game. A fit referee can demand respect, and have the respect of the players and officials.

5.5 Assistant referees are told to keep level with then second last defender, to be able to judge OFFSIDE correctly. However, when the ball goes past the second last defender, the assistant referee must move with the ball and follow it to the goal line. The other time the assistant referee goes past the second last defender is when the referee instructs him to go to the goal line to watch if the ball goes over the goal line for a goal at the taking of a free kick.

GDSFA – GM 24th June 2003

9.1
Secretary:

· Reminder that there is to be no movement of players (ie borrowing from lower teams) after 30th June

· Reminder re responsibilities of club referees to act appropriately and fairly

· Reminder that smoking is banned in technical area

· Suggestion that all coaches & managers wear id cards around neck so they are clearly visible – to be further investigated by MC for 2004

· Recommended that injured players should not be moved unless under their own capabilities (ie don’t carry them off) due to risk of further major injuries – call ambulance

Treasurer:

· Advised there are currently 10,043 registered players (including in-house Roo-Ball), broken up as follows:

· 2,500 Roo Ball

· 4,600 Junior (U9-U17)

·   470  Senior students

· 2,700 Seniors

· Each $1 of player registration fee is apportioned as follows:

· 0.27 G&DSFA

· 0.12 Soccer NSW

· 0.14 Soccer Aust (levy)

· 0.09 GST

· 0.38 Insurance

· Advised yellow cards are not counted if referee (official or unofficial) has not signed back of team sheet. Red cards are still actioned even if sheet not signed.

Competition Secretary

· Parramatta Council has banned playing of night competition games on its parks until lighting is brought up to standard. This will require rescheduling of U16 girls games.

9.4
GDSRA Delegate

· Advised TAPS program has successfully completed previous night, and particularly thanked Dundas for use of Curtis oval and meeting room for the 9 weeks. 

· Distributed and spoke to poster re shin pads, which stated:

· Important Advice To All Clubs and Players

· NSW Soccer Referees have recommended that for all players, shin pads should cover at least 2/3 to 3/4 of the shin to be considered effective protection.

· GDSRA referees have been directed to enforce this recommendation in the interest of player safety, effective immediately.

· Please ensure all players are aware of the above direction.
· Advised a Roo Ball course has been organised for Mon 7th July at Curtis Oval at 07:00pm, and all clubs were welcome to send juniors or parents along.

· Complimented clubs and senior teams on the reduction of abuse and dissent this season, and in particular numerous positive comments had been received from senior referees re the sportsmanship being shown in O35 and other senior games – they are a pleasure to referee

· Expressed concern over the continuing abuse of junior referees, including use of threats and ‘stand-over’ tactics by adult coaches and manager. Advised a capable junior referee had rightly abandoned a game at half time due to intimidation by a coach, such that he was in tears. As a result, GDSRA had determined that ALL cases of reported abuse will be directly reported to the Child Protection Officer associated with Soccer NSW for their investigation and action.  Clubs were asked to ensure all clubs officials and members were aware as GDSRA were no longer going to tolerate any form of abuse of officials especially juniors.

· Advised that GDSRA were still having issues with a number of clubs that have not paid referee invoices. Further, it was highly likely that these clubs will have referees withdrawn from the fields shortly, but all clubs will be advised beforehand so that everybody will be aware of that referees have not been appointed (and why).

General Business

· President Steve Courtney spoke strongly in reminding club officials and players of their obligations under the Child protection Act.

· Direction provided that no player is to participate with any type of cast, whether plaster, fibreglass, etc and irrespective of how well it is wrapped in soft material

Motions:

· Interchange U17 – A/A (incl PL)

· Motion comfortably passed for immediate introduction from and including Rnd 14, 2003, subject to final NSW approval next week and dissemination of decision to referees with appointments in following week. 

· G&DSFA will issue a poster to all clubs next week (once NSW approve) detailing change from replacement to interchange and also stressing interchange rules

· Clubs reminded that all players MUST be on the team sheet prior to commencement of game (as per existing interchange rules).

12.1 The CD Rom available for collection tonight.

12.2 Our membership return must be submitted to NSWSRI, it is already 9 weeks late.  Will now be issued.  Thanks to Phil Thomas for his input.

12.3 GDSFA and all clubs informed about withdrawal of services for Rd 13 to four clubs because of non payment of 2003 fees.  AACC, St Josephs, Parramatta City and Sydney Dwafs.

12.4 I have received two confidential reports from members about the behavour of other members.  Some include Elected Officials.  I have contacted them, and they do not wish to proceed.  However, I have filed their reports and they will be used in the event that another incident occurs.

12.5 A reminder that as a Referee, you should not verbal another Referee, especially whilst that Referee is officiating.

12.6 If you have concern about a Referee, talk to the Chairman of the E&ESC about it.  I can assure you that this is already happening.
12.7 If you make an error in your paperwork, tell me immediately.  For example, you do not remember who was cautioned so you do not record any of them on the back of the team sheet.
12.8 Substitutes and Interchange - U17 and over now allow five interchange players.  See June notice for more specific details.

Treasurer

13.1 A number of club have not paid the May bill even though they were asked to pay by 1/7.  Tomorrow I am going to write to them, sending them a statement and advising them that if the May fees are not received by next Monday 7/7/03 the appointments board will not appoint refereees to their home game for Round 15 till they finalise their outstanding bill.  We need to get these clubs to pay within the fortnight as they agreed to at the GDSFA General meeting.

13.2 We have still got St Joseph and AACC outstanding for April & May.  St Joseph sent me a couple of  emails,  first saying that as far as they are concerned they had paid all their dues and later another email saying they will refer the debt to their treasurer.  Have not heard a word from them since then.  I have not heard a word from AACC about either the April or May bill.  April bill will be 60 days old on the 7/7 and I think we should declare them unfinacial on the 8/7 without any more warnings except that I send them a statement with the other outstanding clubs tomorrrow.
