7 Education & Examination Sub Committee

7.1 Primary purpose of meeting was to agree a draft schedule for courses and activities during 2003. Dates will be locked in once all required resources are confirmed (lecturers, venue, equipment, etc). It was noted that Charlie (Branch Coach) will be overseas from 26th Feb to 6th April

7.2 TAPS will be up and running. All those that are able to commit to 8-9 weeks are encouraged to attend.

7.3 New Candidates Course:

· Dates of 3/10/17/24 March have been confirmed at Baulkham Hills Sports Club

· E&EC recommend to MC that cost remain at $30.00 as per 2002

· E&EC recommend to MC that attendees MUST be a minimum of 14 years of age (we have already had a query re possibility of a number of 13 year old doing the course, and experience has shown that this is just to young to successfully complete the course and also be able to demonstrate the required field capabilities).

· Draft brochure presented, an updated brochure to be approved by MC, and then distributed to ALL GDSRA members, G&DSFA and ALL clubs. 

· 2nd course in May/June subject to attendances at March course, availability of a venue and particularly lecturers due to congested draft schedule.

7.4 NSWSRI Branch Coach Meeting

· To be held on Sat 22nd Feb at Ryde-Eastwood League Club

· Charlie to attend, as well as either President or John Bennett.

· Advised that there will be extensive updated information provided at this meeting

7.5 Members Seminar

· G&DSFA have changed rules – now have penalty shoot-outs instead of corners.

· Recommend having compulsory seminar at GM on Wed 9th April, which will focus on penalties and penalty shoot-out procedures. Depending on outcome of Branch Coach meeting, may need to have second seminar at following GM, Wed 14th May.

7.6 TAPS Programme

· Runs for 8-10 weeks, 1 session per week. Proposed to commence on Mon 28th April

· Must be run by members/lecturers with full L1 certificate.

· Each session will start with theory and end with on field practical

· Thus, venue requires meeting room and video capability, next to field with good lighting. Also needs to be reasonably central. 

· Proposed to open it to all active referees who meet requirements of minimum 2 years experience. They MUST commit to attending every session!!!!

· To be restricted to absolute maximum of 24 attendees

· Yet to receive updated TAPS documentation

7.7 L1/L2 Upgrades

· Lectures to be conducted on Tue 8th, 15th, 22nd & 29 April, exam date tba

· Venue to be agreed.

· Charlie to check with Tony Johnstone on re his dates for the NSWSRI L1 lectures and exam.

7.8 Inspectors’ Seminar

7.9 Members’ Workshop

· No final decision made – will be especially subject to the overall education calendar

7.10 Fitness Testing

· E&EC recommends the following to MC:

· As per 2002, fitness testing still to be optional

· Granville fitness test used in 2002 still to be mandatory for any ‘honour’ games, ie S/F & G/F.

· FIFA fitness test to be mandatory for appointment to any centres of Group A games, ie PL, Sen/1, 21/1

· ONLY dates to be as follows:

· Granville fitness test: Fri 28th Mar & Sun 6th Apr — venue TBA
· Class A   fitness test: Sun 30th Mar & Fri 4th Apr — venue TBA
7.11 Training Schedule and Resources

· Other than March new candidates course and NSWSRI seminar, all above dates are draft and still subject to many factors, particularly availability of skilled, qualified and capable lecturers. Propose to contact a number of existing L1 members within GDSRA to seek their assistance.

· Potential impact may be that TAPS program is deferred from late April-June to June-July.
