Branch Coach

5.1 The T.A.P.S. program is progressing. The attendees are receiving ideas and instruction from a variety of referee’s, and we have had one assistant referee from the national league panel. The weather has not been kind, and we have not been able to do much practical work.

5.2 Assistant referees are just that. They are there to ASSIST the referee in the centre. It is necessary for the referee to instruct the assistant in what the referee requires them to do. Remember, that eye contact between referee and the assistant’s is the most important function to enable them to be able to control the game.

5.3 Assistants, and the referee should not all write in their notebooks at the same time. Who is watching the players?

5.4 When cautioning a player, ensure that you and the player are well away from ALL other players, when you show the player the yellow card. This lets your assistants and the manager know exactly who is being cautioned.

5.5 You cannot force a player to come to you. It is advisable, that you call the player by number, and then walk away from other players, to be able to talk to the player. Do not use your finger, to call a player.

5.6 We have been doing coaching and inspections where possible. The appointments sub committee is appointing referee’s who need inspections to suitable games, wherever possible

7. Education & Examination Sub Committee

7.1 Class 2 has been going for 2 weeks. 4 attending for upgrade.

7.17 At the last course it was noted that goal kicks & corner kicks for up to U/12 be taken as in accordance with the GDSFA Handbook.
8. NSWSRI 3rd June 2003

8.1 CL1 refresher courses during the compulsory SRI courses it was asked by the conveners of how many of the attendees, how many nights they had done refresher courses in their branch. Four of the branches attending advised none.

8.2 It is part of the regarding requirements so that the candidates are as prepared best as possible. Not wanting to waste the candidates’ time and effort without the necessary preparation.

GDSFA – Judiciary

9.1 Some team sheets are coming in without times recorded next to the cautions / send offs

9.2 If a player uses the “F” word to you it is not a caution for dissent even though it may be there second caution and a send off, it should be a straight red for Foul / Abusive language.

9.3 Most send off reports are now coming in by email, which makes my life so much easier. But please NOTE: they should be in by 6-30pm on Sunday night. I am being told on Mondays that players wish to have there case heard and I don’t have a report.

9.4 Very few players are getting off lightly; I have to say I am more often than not coming down on the player’s side (which makes a change) as this year’s judiciary are not holding back in handing long sentences out.
9.5 You are not to ask what sentence a player that you have sent off received. It is not your business.

9.7 It is part of your duty to fill in the paperwork correctly.
9.8 A young Assistant Referee was foully abused last week. Regardless of the sentence given by the Judiciary, player are being made ware that they could face criminal charges under the Child Protection Act

11.5 Kick Of Times

11.5.1 The printed KO time on your appointments means just that, the game kicks off no later than that time.

11.5.2 This means that you should be calling the teams onto the field something like 5 minutes before whatever time is nominated on your appointments.

11.5.3 If you are doing the 1pm, 1.15pm or 1.30pm game and it is running late, you must remember that the 3pm game must kick off at 3pm.  That means the game prior to 3pm must be cut short.

11.5.4 This is a GDSFA directive and must be adhered to.

11.6
Substitutes and Interchange

11.6.1 U 17 and over, excluding O 35, are now allowed to have five substitutes, instead of three.

11.6.2 Up to U16 and O35 have interchange?

11.6.3 The difference between Interchange and substitutes is as follows:

11.6.4 Grades with Interchange – Players must be on team sheet before the start of the game.  Once the game starts, no additions are permitted to the team sheet.

11.6.5 Grades with Substitute – Players may be written on the team sheet at time the substitute is made.

ID Cards

11.7.1 Referees are not to retain a player’s ID Cards.

11.7.2 Some referees are recording a substitute and forgetting to return the ID Card.

11.7.3 Some referees are taking an ID card for a send off.

11.7.4 I will no longer be responsible for returning an ID Card.  If you take it, you will make arrangements to return it.

Cautions and Send Offs

11.8.1 Referees not recording correct caution / send off code.

11.8.2 One referee wrote, "Hitting (slap) another player" Code Y27 which is Gestures of an ungentle manly type.

Some clubs are abusing Referees after the match believing that they cannot be charge. If this happens you are to submit an Incident Report and this will be followed through. These clubs/players will be dealt with by the Judiciary.
