We have all heard a lot about the state titles, well here are some words from David Armstrong, one of the 2001 GDSRA representatives to the NSWSRI State Titles.

The state titles was five days away with some of the best upcoming referees from all districts and also some top class inspectors.  It allowed me to fine tune some of the main technical problems I have as well giving a very good idea of what the inspectors are looking for in a good referee. 

All the referees from all the districts were very friendly and as well as the inspectors giving pointers we also gave each other advice on areas of improvement.  The whole trip from the start of the bus trip at Parklea to the end was great.  

There were a few hairy movements, as anyone would know who's been in the bus with Billy Lodge driving (and his wife). 

There were times when there were a few quarrels between inspector and referee or players/parents with referees/inspectors, but everyone stuck it out and made the whole trip an enjoyable learning experience. 

It was a fantastic experience to which all junior referees should aim to achieve as it has help me greatly improve both my confidence and capability as a referee and even in general.

Here are some words from Geoff Kleu, another of the 2001 GDSRA representatives to the NSWSRI State Titles. State Titles 2001 - Merimbula, NSW

The joys of a mini bus were the first things to note on the trip to the U21's state titles. I was apprehensive about the people that we would be travelling with, but as is often experienced, referees are a great bunch of people, and by the time we reached Merimbula, we all got on quite well.  Of course there were the rowdy ones and the quiet ones, but in a group of 12 refs and 4 inspectors, you expect such. 

One of the things I most enjoyed was the comradeship of the people on the trip, even if it was only a few days, it made the trip a great experience and my stomach hurt from laughing by the time we got home. The quality of the soccer was another highlight. Over any given year, any ref will see countless games, but to still be enjoying watching them by the end of a year was a treat. 

The games were a pleasure to ref, and through seeing that level of soccer from U14's, you learn more about referring as well.  The most useful part of the trip was the inspectors.  Any question we had, they found an answer for, and any opinion we had they could tell you the arguments for and against.  Even if they always seemed to be harassing us about positioning, or staying exactly in line with the last defender, or about which hand the flag was in, or how you blew the whistle; at the end of the day, all the pointers they gave have been invaluable. 

Its not so much the common every day ideas, but the little things, techniques and finesse that improve the way you ref and make it easier while running on the field (especially when you are on the field nearly the whole day). Four-page inspection reports were common, and the following discussion inevitable, but to improve your skills, criticism is necessary. 

Though out of all the things we learnt, I believe the most important and useful is that referees must look like a team, a professional team.  Walk on to the park together, ball in the same hand, the eye contact, signaling at the same time.  

One of the things most strongly emphasised was communication between assistants and refs, through little things, a nod, where you are standing when the keep places the ball for goal kick, running back for a goal etc, are all things that make the game flow better, and improve the appearance of the refs.  Of course the beds weren't the most comfortable, and waking up early to have breaky and get down to the field requires effort, but for the information and learning, and the fun, it is worth it. 

To excel at anything requires effort, but there are always rewards of some sorts along the way. State titles were an experience that was both effort and pleasure.

Here are some words from Tolly Sarris, the third of the 2001 GDSRA representatives to the NSWSRI State Titles. State Titles 2001 - Merimbula, NSW

From the outset, I would like to sincerely thank the entire Association for giving me the utmost privilege of representing Granville at the 2002 State Titles as well as sponsoring me. Thank you very much.

It was, to employ a commonly used cliché, “a fun time had by all!”

Not only was the complete trip entertaining and enjoyable, but it was also highly educational for I gained a great deal of knowledge from exceedingly experienced referee inspectors from around the state.  The eight hour trip I must admit was hard on the bottom but it gave everyone on the bus a great opportunity to get to know each other, establishing a strong bond and therefore making the epic journey that much easier to endure.

Moving to the business side of my synopsis, I found the four days to be quite unusual for I observed that most of the State Title squad members, as well as the inspectors, obtained different officiating techniques to my own. I see this however to be highly accommodating in that it gave me the opportunity to pick and choose various skills and therefore transform me into a better and more confident referee.

The quality of soccer played at the State Titles was superlative. Sydney Olympic was by far the best side and therefore deserved to take out the Championship, yet Riverina gave them a run for their money.  With my word count slowly expanding I would like to once again thank the Granville Association for their support. I also look forward to sharing my newly acquired refereeing skills with fellow members in the years to come.

REPORT FROM THE EDUCATION & EXAMINATION SUB-COMMITTEE

Because of a significant drop in the number of referees available at the start of this season as well as a major growth in the number of senior teams taking part in the GDSFA competition, the E&EC determined its priorities for 2002 were:

1. Get as many legs on the park as soon as possible

2. Encourage clubs to get many players/members at least theory qualified and knowledgeable to be able to competently referee games in an un-official capacity

3. Increase assessment and/or inspection of existing and new members to enable confident appointment to higher grade games

4. Continue to encourage existing members to upgrade to Class 2 and Class 1

Inspections & Upgrades

A total of 89 inspections were carried out this season with the following members achieving these results:

Class 3:—  Geoffrey Kleu, Tolly Sarris, David Armstrong, David Birtles, Jim Malcolm, Shane Easson, Amanda Nielsen and Ty Davis

Class 4:—  Darius Turner, Kevork Sahagian, William Wallace, Greg McLoughlin, Aidan Minnard, Mark Ceglar, Ross Papadimitriou, Maria Tzoukos, Brinton Preston-Smith, Mark McBride, Michael Issa, Warren Ballard, Harry Ward and Jamie Rodriguez

The limitations of the GDSFA draw made it difficult to complete further badge inspections this year.

The E&EC were disappointed with the overall response from the existing members seeking upgrade qualifications. Nonetheless, the following upgrade achievements were realised this season:

Class 1 Practical:—  Phil Thomas and Andrzej Imielski

Class 1 Theory:—  Nil

Class 2 Practical:—  Nil

Class 2 Theory:—  David Morris, Martin Holmes, John Gates, Jose Alvarez and John Foufas

New Candidates Courses
Three new candidates courses were heavily publicised throughout the Granville area that resulted in us gaining 45 new members, 20 of whom were seniors i.e. 18 years or older. We took the initiative by providing all new candidates with a copy of FIFA’s video on the laws of the game. This reduced the number of “inane” questions often asked at these courses and resulted in the average exam mark increasing by about 7%.

Because the use of the video proved so successful during these courses, the E&ESC recommended to the MC that a copy be provided to every current member of our association. This recommendation was adopted and implemented by the MC in July.

Assessments & Club Evaluations:

The club evaluation forms were evaluated and recommendations from the Branch Coach for inspections and upgrades were sent to the Chairman of the E&ESC. A priority list was then formulated and forwarded to the Appointments Sub-Committee so that these referees could be appointed to appropriate games for inspection. Where referees needed assistance, the E&ESC were notified and assistance for these referees was arranged when resources were available.

Other Matters
A modified inspection report form that separated the fitness and positioning marks was trailed this year by our Branch Coach and will be used by all inspectors for next season.

The fitness test was modified and adopted to a style that was considered more applicable to the reality of district refereeing rather than for federation refereeing. This was welcomed by most of the members.

The E&ESC recommended that this year’s fitness test would only be mandatory for referees involved in Group 1 & 2 games, Youth & Cadet League games and Class 1 & 2 upgrades. The test would also provide priority of appointment to the “honor” games. The MC adopted this recommendation at the start of the season. 50 members attended and passed the fitness tests carried out this year.

The E&ESC obtained a copy of the TAPS program and once clarification of a few issues has been made with the State Coach, we are planning to start the program at the start of next season.

The members of the E&EC (comprising Barry Fairley, John Kemp, Tony Terilli, Phil Thomas, Charles Yendle and myself) wish all members the best for the future and hope to see you again in 2003.

Weekly we were generally disappointed with the number of withdrawals 

 Without a valid reason, which showed a lack of commitment. Equally there were a number of pullouts, which had a valid, and beyond of they control reason.

My thanks also go to Barry, Richard, Joe, Neville for all their help and cooperation throughout the year and especially for the finals series and 

a special thanks to Phil Thomas for his help during the transition period.

REPORT FROM THE GDSFA JUDICIARY

Dear Fellow Members,

As the curtain falls on another season it is time to assess what unfolded in the judiciary room.

With the referees adhering to the laws of the game the figures show that players were given sanctions in accordance to the offence on most occasions, but there were times we failed in our duties.

During the season over the eighteen rounds plus Finals there was a total of 302 send offs and over 2500 cautions which averaged out to 119.04 Cautions and 14.38 send offs per round.

You might say that this is excessive but of these on average we let off approximately 2-3 players because of inconsistent reports, wrong charges and When in the room changed the evidence to SUPPORT the players story.  Why? For us to fulfil our role and provide you with the backing you elected us to do it is essential to maintain one of the key words in our sport, that being consistent.  Training has been provided to each one of us in the area of report writing, yet we ignore it and go along in our way. This must stop now otherwise the problems will continue to erode our duties to refereeing.  Lets prevent players making a mockery of the game, and us as well. We did however have many reports that were exceptional and these we can learn from.

To my assistant Shane Smith a big thank you for the guidance and many hours on the cold nights we met.  Also thank you Jeff McGeorge for filling in whilst we took our winter break.

Have a safe and prosperous festive season and support your delegates during the coming years.
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REPORT FROM THE TREASURER

We are at the end of another successful financial year.  During the year the referees were paid a gross total of over $115,000.  This figure was made up of District games fees, Federation fees, Corporate games' fees and the various cup fees played during the year.  The figure does not include cash games, which would have conservatively inflated this figure to around $180,000.  The levies collected from the gross referees figure amounted to over $11,000.  Unfortunately the fines on referees were $462, which is about $140 more than last year.  I say unfortunately because this could be avoided if some referees pay a bit more attention of the way the referee team butt is completed.  It will also reduce the treasurer workload.  A number of the fines were for incomplete team names especially teams with colours in their name (eg. Castle Hill Black).  Referees who continually forget to include the colour behind the team have got to realise that if I try to bill some of the clubs concerned with the incorrect title of the team they will simply refuse to pay.

I have endeavoured during the year to pay the referees within a couple of weeks after the end of the month and succeeded in doing so except for the last month’s payment.  Reason for the August payment not being paid in September was because to pay the June/July payments I paid all the reserves that we had in the account, as Granville did not pay us for June/July games till the end of September.  I received a cheque from Granville for $19000 odd for the June/July games on Saturday the 29 September and I deposited it to our account on the following Monday but as we have to wait 5 days for the cheque to clear I will not be able to pay till the second week in October.  This means that Granville still owe us for the August account, which amount to just over $22,000.

This year 99% of payments to referees were made by direct deposit to the banks.  This saved a lot of work for me because it meant a list of names sent to the bank each month instead of writing a cheque for each individual referee.  Considering that there was an average of 110 referees paid each month the Direct Deposit saved me a lot of writing.  Besides the work, the Direct Deposit saved the Association a lot of money because over all it only cost us $232 in Direct Deposit expenses for the whole year against the bank charges the banks would have charged for an average of 110 cheques a month.  

There is a matter, which is of concern to the MC.  There were a number of referees who had been paid during the year for both Federation and District games they did not attend.  Some of these referees have not notified us of the overpayment.  The overpayment occurred because there were a number of games which were cancelled due to various reasons and also because I am not getting all the referees butts from Granville.  I try to overcome this problem of the missing butts by trying to ring the referees concerned and if the referee is not there leave him/her a message to ring me back.  Unfortunately they do not always ring me back.  Then I have to make a decision whether to charge the club and pay the referee or not.  The clubs take a long time to check their bills and they do not let me know that they had been overcharged before a long time has passed.  The committee knows that some referees do not check their payment against the games they have done and no blame is attached to these individuals.  However the committee also knows that some referees who have been overpaid know that because they are claiming payment for games they think they have not been paid for. This means they are checking their earnings against the games they have done.  Therefore the honesty and integrity of these individuals could be suspect.  I have made suggestions to the committee to try and reduce this problem.  In the meantime some referees will find that some of the overpayments have been recouped in the August payments, but I believe there are a lot more overpayments, which the GDSFA treasurer has not advised me with and they will be adjusted next year. 

I hope that you will now have a well-deserved rest till next March, when it will all start again.  On behalf of my wife and myself I wish you and your family a happy Christmas and a bright New Year

REPORT FROM THE BRANCH COACH

There were not many law changes this year. These were obtained at the Branch Coaches meeting and passed on to the members at our compulsory Seminar.

Where required law interpretation were obtained from the state coach, and passed on to members at the general meetings. It is only members who attend the general meetings that hear the explanations to these interpretations.

I must thank those referees who were inspectors this year and assisted us in the field tests of our members.

I must also thank those referees who assisted with the Buddy system. This is of great assistance to our junior members in helping them, in how to apply the laws that the education committee has explained to them.

There were 66 inspections for field tests carried out in Granville. There was also 24 inspections carried out by our inspectors on our youth league referees. Results and recommendations were passed on to the President of the education committee.

Congratulations to those members who passed their class 4 field test and to those who were upgraded to class 3. We had two members who obtained their Class 1 Grading, Congratulations to both these referees.

We also carried out inspections on out of district referees doing their class1 and class 2 field tests in Granville district. I would like to thank our assistant referees who assisted in these games. Also a thank you to Geoff Leverton, who assisted with the out of district inspections.

We received 1,186 GDSFA evaluation sheets this year, from the football association. These were tabulated and recommendations for upgrades and assistance passed on to the President of the education committee. Results of these evaluation were also taken into consideration when appointing referees for honour games.

There were 233 Youth league evaluation sheets received and acted upon. These always showed good results for the referees doing these games.

There was again good cooperation with the education committee and appointment board this year. This all helps to improve the performance of our referees.

We find that not all members attend our general meetings. It is at these meetings that we pass on coaching tips to help our referees improve their game. Can our members please make an effort to attend as many meetings as possible. I know that work and training commitments cause some members problems.

We have been working with the state Coach Doug Rennie, to obtain the information to run a TAPS course next year. We have a bundle of paper work, and three videos. This will help our junior referees to improve their skills. A lot of time and work will be required from all participants.

REPORT FROM THE JUNIOR REPRESENTATIVE

I have had the wonderful pleasure of being part of this year’s Management Committee, participating in the process undertaken by the association to improve Junior Development.  Not all of this can happen within one year, however I wish to see this continue well into the future as the Association continues to try and improve retention rates of members, and also continue to produce high calibre young referees. 

The process of assisting the Management Committee on junior issues, and trying to reform the Association to operate with efficient procedures has been a rewarding one.  I can highly recommend it to any junior with a few years experience as a referee, as long as they are willing to dedicate time and effort towards it.

Throughout the year there were a number of initiatives that have been produced for Junior Development. These include:

· Three newsletters produced between May and July, assisting to create a new format for easily accessible information, and sorting through the key points raised at the management and general meetings of the respective months.

· The ranking system used for appointing referees has been updated to include the spectre of appropriate development programs for class 4 and 3 referees.

· The buddy program being extended to incorporate the assistance of experienced junior members. 10 juniors, who were able to meet a number of criteria determined by management committee members in March, were contacted and volunteered for the program. In 2003, this will be hopefully incorporated into regular appointments, such that each junior member will be seen at least twice during the year to receive appropriate coaching and feedback.

· Progress is currently occurring for the TAPS program to be reinstated for our more experienced Class 4 and younger Class 3 referees. 

· A practical component of the new referees' course is being considered for 2003. This will work on aspects of refereeing such as whistle tone, assistant positioning, signalling, positioning, appearance and general attitude. This will become a prerequisite for receiving appointments as a new referee, and supplement the buddy program currently in place.

· Providing Social events to be attended by junior and senior referees.

The long-term effect of these initiatives will be to assist referees to do their duties in a more effective way, and make them feel confident in their performances. 

Regular complaints during the five years that I have spent with this association have revolved around the payments situation. Due to the good work done by Paul, this has been mostly alleviated, and the association appears ready to maintain membership levels, one of the key issues of this year’s Management Committee.
