What were the major provisions of the 1764 Sugar Act?  Why did it anger colonial merchants so much? How did the French and Indian War help change the relationship between the British and the American colonists?

What were the provisions of the Stamp Act?  Why was this law distinctive from the other laws passed during the Grenville administration? Describe the legal, financial, and social factors connected to the American resistance to the Stamp Act? How did the issuance of writs of assistance contribute to the constitutional conflict over the Stamp Act in Massachusetts? Why did Americans resist the trade tax imposed on them by the Townsend Acts even though it was an external tax? Explain the meaning of the "propaganda" and use the Boston Massacre as an example of the employment of 
propaganda by patriots in Boston. What were the causes of the Boston Tea Party?
