Discussion:
What role did church membership play in the governing of Massachusetts Bay? How did that change over time? Why was Roger Williams such a threat to the religious hierarchy? How was Rhode Island different from Massachusetts as a result of Williams’ banishment? How was the second generation of Puritans different from their parents?

Days 1 and 2
Objective:
To understand how British legislation, in particular the Stamp Act, and colonial protest paved the way to revolution, as well as understand the mounting divisions and tensions between the British Parliament and the American colonists, from 1764-1776.

Discussion:
What were some of the changes made in British taxation of the American colonies after the French and Indian War? What were the provisions of the Stamp Act?  Why did Americans resist the trade tax imposed on them by the Townsend Acts even though it was an external tax? Explain the meaning of the "propaganda" and use the Boston Massacre as an example of the employment of propaganda by patriots in Boston. What were the causes of the Boston Tea Party?
