The December match/Christmas party/election is always popular but this year was incredible!  We had 22 shooters, including visitors Terry Depew from Reno and Steve Rush and Roger Lovett the San Diego area.  There were also several new shooters, one of whom, Dennis Yoshimura, joined the club for 2007.  And Karen Curry, who used to shoot regularly, came out after an absence of several years.  Add to that the people who just came for the food and the company and it was the biggest crowd I can ever remember at one of our matches.
We shot the usual 36 shot course.  Roger Lovett won the Open class with the best raw score of the day, 33.  Larry Durham was second in class and Tim McMurray third.  Dave Frederick won the spring class with a 29 and Ed Curry and Vince Pacheco tied for second at 28.  Vince declined the shoot-off so there was no tie-breaker.

We tried something new this year as well.  We wanted to score the Open and Spring classes together and award prizes for the top three shooters.  So we came up with a handicap system.  We took the difference between the top open class score and the top spring class score for 8 of 11 previous matches this year.  (I didn’t have the results for the other 3 matches.)  Then we calculated the average.  It turned out to be 5.6.  So we added 5 points to each of the raw spring gun scores to achieve the handicap score.  Ties were awarded to the spring gun class because of the extra 0.6 in the average.  That also eliminated the possibility of a tie between a spring gunner and an open class shooter.  This was good because it would have been difficult to hold a shoot-off that didn’t give the open class shooter the advantage.
Dave Frederick won the handicap with a corrected score of 34.  Ed Curry and Vince Pacheco tied for second again with 33.  Roger Lovett also ended up with a score of 33 but the tie breaker advantage went to the spring gunners.  The complete handicap rankings are listed below.

Will we do it again next year?  It’s doubtful.  We tried to make the handicap as fair as possible by using actual scores, and a large enough sample to be representative.  And it could be argued that it came out pretty close, given that the winners of the two classes scored within 1.6 points of each other in the handicap.  On the other hand, the top three places all went to spring gun shooters.  The overall reaction was mixed.  Some thought it was fair while others thought that the handicap gave too much advantage to the springers.
