When I saw the course that Richard and Rick had set up, I immediately thought to myself, “This is too easy.”  Even though there was a tunnel to shoot through, an elevated target, and a kneeling lane, I still didn’t think it would be very challenging.  As it turned out, I was completely wrong.  Scores were lower than usual all across the board.  Whereas it usually takes a score of 34 or 35 to win the open class at Prado, Ian Roberts’ 31 was the best that anyone could do.  And Steve Moore’s winning score of 25 was 2 or 3 shots lower than it typically takes to win the spring class.
Scores were close.  Only 2 shots separated first place from third in the open class and 3 shots separated first from fourth in spring.  But the one shoot-off was over quickly.  Rob Wild hit the alligator from the kneeling position once out of two shots but I missed both of mine and it was all over.
