*Results after shoot-off

In spite of the threats from the weather prognosticators, Saturday turned out to be a beautiful day for a field target match.  Not too warm, not too cool, and very little wind.  Rick Rogers and Richard Shimizu set up a somewhat more difficult course than usual.  We had the standard 36 shot course with one off-hand lane but there were more smaller kill zones set at greater distances.  They also set up brush and other distractions behind and beside the targets to make things a little more interesting.
A couple of the top spring gun shooters also made some changes.  Reigning Spring Gun state champion Steve Moore has abandoned his HW97 with the 9X scope in favor of a TX200 with a 24X scope.  I won’t comment on the gun for fear of starting an unending argument, but the scope upgrade figures to make Steve harder to beat.  Meanwhile, Rob Wild switched from FTS pellets to Crossman Premiers.
The open class at Prado continues to dwindle in numbers.  Only 2 open class shooters competed in February.  Dave Frederick won the class with the overall high score of 33.  Larry Durham was second with 30.
The spring class ended in a tie between Ed Curry and Rob Wild.  A ¾” kill zone target was set at a little over 50 yards for the shoot-off.  Both shooters missed their first two shots.  So the shooters were moved up to slightly less than 50 yards from the target.  Ed hit one of his two shots at that distance while Rob missed both of his, giving first place in the class to Ed.  Steve Moore finished third.  Ian Moore, a relative new comer to CASA shot a very creditable 23 to finish fourth in the class.

In his usual generous fashion, Rich Shimizu lent his Marksman 61 to new shooter Ken Knapp and shot the match with a left handed TX200 for which he didn’t have a good zero or scope dope.  Ken shot a 9, very good for a first time shooter.
