*Results after shoot-off

Due to a conflict with an IPSC match, we were moved to the 50 meter range east of the running game range where we normally shoot.  The weeds were not mowed so there was a mixture of tall patches, short patches and bare ground.  The result was more variety in the target settings than we usually have at Prado.  And there was no need to mark the off-hand lane, the targets were invisible from the sitting position.
